WHEREAS, on June 28, 2010, the Commission reviewed and approved a revision to the Bylaws of the Commission, a copy of which is attached to this resolution as Exhibit “A” and is incorporated by reference herein; and

WHEREAS, Napa County Policy Manual Part 1:Section 8 subsection G(2) relating to the establishment of county boards, commissions and committees requires that rules and regulations for the conduct of the business of the various commissions must be adopted by the Board; and


WHEREAS, the Commission recommends and requests that the Board approve the  revisions to the Bylaws regarding the term of appointment criteria of the Commission and the establishment of a Treasurer officer; and


WHEREAS, Napa County Health and Human Services Director recommends that the Board of Supervisors amend the bylaws as proposed, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:
1. The revision of the Commission’s Bylaws, amending the term of appointment criteria in Article I, Section III is approved; 
2. The addition of a Treasurer as set forth in the Commission’s Bylaws in Article IV and VI is approved; and  

3. The Bylaws, attached as Exhibit “A” are adopted in the form submitted.
