A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, CERTIFYING THAT CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY WHICH IS BEING ACQUIRED FROM CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE DEVLIN ROAD EXTENSION PROJECT AND LOCATED ALONG DEVLIN ROAD, ADJACENT TO APN 057-020-025 IS BEING USED FOR A PUBLIC PURPOSE
WHEREAS, on May 5, 2005 the County of Napa (“County”) accepted the work for the Devlin Road Extension Project (“Project”) which was built to provide an alternate access into the City of Napa from southern Napa County, other than Highway 29, and to provide emergency access for the Napa County Sheriff and other agencies in case of catastrophe; and
WHEREAS, a portion of the Project was built on 1.63 acres of property owned by the State of California (“State”) through an encroachment permit, said property being approximately 75 feet wide along the west side of Highway 29, adjacent to APN 057-020-025; as is more particularly described and shown on Exhibits “A” and “B” (“Property”); and 

WHEREAS, the condition by the State in the encroachment permit was that once the State completed its decertification process the County would purchase the property at fair market value; and 

WHEREAS, the State has completed its decertification process and the State and County have agreed the fair market value of the Property is FORTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($40,000.00); and
WHEREAS, the State has requested as part of the acquisition process that the County certify that the Property being purchased from the State is being used for a public purpose.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Napa County hereby finds that:
1.  The Property is being used for a public purpose, said public purpose being the construction of the Devlin Road Extension Project.
