RESOLUTION NO.  2013-107
RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ESTABLISHING A REVOLVING FUND FOR USE BY THE NAPA COUNTY SHERIFF
WHEREAS, Section 26600 of the Government Code provides that the county sheriff shall preserve peace, and to accomplish this objective may sponsor, supervise, or participate in any project of crime prevention, rehabilitation of persons previously convicted of crime, or the suppression of delinquency; and

WHEREAS, Sections 29430 and 29435 of the Government Code allow the Board of Supervisors to establish a revolving fund to preserve the peace, pay for expenses incurred in criminal cases and suppress crime; and
WHEREAS, in order to carry out the responsibility of preserving the peace, paying for expenses incurred in criminal cases and suppressing crime, the staff of the Sheriff’s Department incurs expenses which require the maintenance of a large amount of cash to be readily available; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 29321, a board of supervisors in any county may establish a revolving fund for the use of any officer of the county by adopting a resolution setting forth: (a) the necessity for the fund, (b) the office, department and service, or institutions for which the fund is available, and (c) the amount of the fund, which shall not exceed Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000); and
WHEREAS, the Sheriff’s Department has an existing revolving fund that was established approximately thirty years ago for the purposes set forth in the Government Code; and

WHEREAS, for auditing purposes, the Auditor-Controller’s Office has requested formal action by the Board of Supervisors to ratify this revolving fund.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Napa County, as follows:

1. The Napa County Auditor is hereby authorized to maintain the Napa County Sheriff’s Crime Prevention and Suppression Revolving Fund in an amount not to exceed Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000), which shall be used for necessary related expenses of the Sheriff’s Department incurred in the performance of the duties set forth in Government Code Section 29430, et. seq.
2. The officers of the Napa County Sheriff’s Department entitled to control the disbursements of the Crime Prevention and Suppression Revolving Fund are the Administrative Manager, Administrative Captain, the Under Sheriff, and the Sheriff.
3. The Auditor-Controller shall issue checks, conditioned upon faithful administration of the revolving funds, and upon the willingness and ability of the principals for whose use these funds have been established to account for and pay over the fund upon demand of the Board of Supervisors at any time.

4. Upon demand of the Auditor-Controller, the officers entrusted with these funds shall give an account of the funds.
