The Chairman of the Board of Supervisors normally serves on the Napa Sanitation District. The Napa Sanitation District is an independent local agency governed by three (3) elected officials from the City and County as well as two (2) public appointees.  The District provides wastewater collection, treatment and disposal services to the residents and businesses in the City of Napa and surrounding unincorporated areas of Napa County.  The District meets on the 1st & 3rd Wednesday of each month at 4:15 p.m., at the Treatment Plant, 1515 Soscol Ferry Road, Napa, CA 94559. The term of office is one year. The stipend is $174.00 per day, $1044 max per month with reimbursement of travel expenses in excess of 50 miles from District.

BCDC is dedicated to the protection and enhancement of San Francisco Bay and to encouragement of the Bay’s responsible use.  The McAteer-Petris Act, Government Code Section 66620(h), provides that, “Each County representative shall be a Supervisor representing a supervisorial district which includes within its boundaries lands lying within San Francisco Bay.”  For Napa County a Supervisor only from District #1 or #5 would qualify to serve.  However, the alternate appointment is more flexible pursuant to Government Code Section 66622 providing that, “Each alternate shall have the same qualifications as are required for the member who appointed the alternate, except that each County representative may designate as an alternate a public official whom the appointment power deems qualified to represent the County.” Meetings are held the third Thursday of the month at 1 p.m. in San Francisco, CA. This commission has a stipend of $100 per meeting.

ABAG is the official comprehensive planning agency for the San Francisco Bay region. This committee has a stipend of $150 per meeting.

On March 16, 1993, the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution No. 93-27 joining the South Napa Waste Management Authority, with the cities of Napa and Vallejo, to provide cost effective coordination of solid waste processing, transfer and disposal services, including the acquisition, construction, financing and operation of a transfer facility and to protect the environment from past solid waste management practices within the service area.  In May 1998, the name was changed from the South Napa Waste Management Authority to the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority.

REGULAR MEETINGS: TIME AND LOCATION.  Regular meetings of the Board shall be held on the first Thursday of each month.  The location of regular meetings shall be as follows, except that such locations may be changed for a given regular meeting by the Chair or Manager with the approval of the Chair to any other location within the building specified below without amendment of these Bylaws as long as the new location is posted in writing on the door of the room noted below prior to and during the meeting.  If the meeting date in January, July or September falls in the same work week as a holiday for Napa County or Napa, American Canyon or Vallejo city employees, the regular meeting set for that date shall be continued to the next Thursday which is not a holiday, unless canceled altogether by action of the Board.  Regular meetings shall commence at 9:00 a.m. and shall continue until all business is completed unless the Board determines by majority vote to continue all or some of the remaining items to a later meeting.

This committee has a stipend of $150 per meeting.

ABAG is the official comprehensive planning agency for the San Francisco Bay region.  The function of this Committee is to study and submit the following matters to the Executive Board:

· Regional Plan for the San Francisco Bay Area;

· Environmental management, housing and infrastructure planning;

· Special plans and reports from planning task forces or other regional agencies;

· Comprehensive planning policies and procedures; and,

· Such other matters as may be assigned by the Executive Board.

Membership includes a minimum of 18 elected officials, including at least one Supervisor from each member county and a city representative from each county. Meetings are held the 1st Wednesday of the month, 1:30 p.m. in Oakland. This committee has a stipend of $150 per meeting.
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
