RESOLUTION NO. 2015-156
RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ORDERING THE ACCOUNT AND ASSESSMENT CONFIRMED FOR COSTS INCURRED BY THE COUNTY FOR ABATEMENT OF A NUISANCE

WHEREAS, official records indicate that Grace Del Bosque, individually or as Trustee of the Grace Del Bosque Living Trust owns the real property located at 1540 Los Carneros Ave., Napa County, California, APN 047-212-001 (“Property”); and


WHEREAS, Grace DelBosque is deceased and Deborah Lynn DelBosque-Soria and Dianna Rose Dominguez were appointed the co-successor trustees of the Grace DelBosque Living Trust; and 


WHEREAS, the County is informed and believes that Deborah Lynn DelBosque-Soria is deceased and therefore Dianna Rose Dominguez is, the sole trustee of the Grace DelBosque Living Trust and an heir to the Property (“Owner”); and 

WHEREAS, official records also indicate that Luther Burbank Saving has a lien or encumbrance on the Property; and 

WHEREAS, on August 3, 2015, the Napa County Superior Court entered a Default Judgment in Superior Court Case No. 26-66335 against Owner, finding the substandard conditions on the Property constituted a public nuisance; and


WHEREAS, the Default Judgment further provided that if Owner did not abate the public nuisance, the County was thereafter authorized to perform the necessary abatement activities in accordance with the abatement procedures of Napa County Code Chapter 1.20; and


WHEREAS, the nuisance not having been abated, on September 29, 2015, County obtained an abatement warrant from the Napa County Superior Court, and pursuant to the terms of said warrant, County staff and a third party contractor entered onto the property and caused the nuisance to be abated between September 29, 2015 and November 24, 2015 by boarding up the missing windows and the front door of the main dwelling in order to secure the Property, removing the debris, rubbish, trash, boat, hot tub from the Property, clearing the brush and overgrown weeds on the Property, demolishing the substandard second unit on the Property, which has been modified to such an extent to make it overly burdensome and costly to repair, and demolishing the dilapidated and dangerous structures on the Property; and


whereas, the County incurred third party contractor costs and costs in staff time in connection with the abatement of the nuisance at the Property.  The total amount of costs for enforcing the provisions of Chapter 1.20 of the Napa County Code to be levied against the Property is $40,873.34; and


WHEREAS, the Owners and other interested persons were properly notified of the hearing on abatement costs that was held on December 15, 2015 in accordance with Section 1.20.100 of the Napa County Code, at which time they were allowed to present objections and protests thereto.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Napa County Board of Supervisors as follows:

1.
Pursuant to Section 1.20.100 of the Napa County Code, the Board hereby orders the account and assessment confirmed for costs in the amount of $40,873.34 incurred for abatement of the nuisance on the Property; and

2.
Pursuant to Section 1.20.110 of the Napa County Code, the Board hereby directs the Enforcement Officer to prepare a notice of lien on the Property for costs in the amount of $40,873.34 incurred for abatement of the nuisance on the Property. 
3.
Upon failure by Owner to pay such assessed amount within thirty days of the adoption of this resolution, the enforcement officer shall prepare and record in the Office of the County Recorder a notice of lien.  Pursuant to County Code Section 1.20.130, the lien shall be collected at the same time and in the same manner as ordinary county taxes, and shall be subject to the same penalties, interest, and same procedures for foreclosure and sale in case of delinquency as provided for ordinary taxes.
