RESOLUTION NO. 2016-188(Res. #3)
A RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AMENDING THE NAPA COUNTY GENERAL PLAN TO CHANGE THE LAND USE DESIGNATIONS AND MAKE NECESSARY CHANGES TO THE GENERAL PLAN TEXT AND MAP PERTAINING TO THE ANGWIN GEOGRAPHIC AREA 

WHEREAS, California Government Code Section 65350, et seq. provides for the procedure to amend County General Plans at the option of local legislative bodies; and


WHEREAS, Resolution No. 05-173 establishes the County’s local procedures for initiating and processing General Plan Amendments and authorizes the Planning Commission to review and make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on proposed amendments to the Napa County General Plan; and
WHEREAS, after several years of public meetings and extensive public input, on June 3, 2008, the Board of Supervisors adopted the 2008 Napa County General Plan.  During deliberations on the 2008 Napa County General Plan, the Board heard and considered numerous changes to the Land Use Map contained in the Land Use Element and indicated their desire to address changes to the Land Use Map separately from the comprehensive General Plan Update; and

WHEREAS, on April 15, 2008, the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution No. 08-64 initiating an amendment to the General Plan to consider changes to the Land Use Map, including within the Angwin Geographic Area, in order to improve the correlation between areas designated “Urban Residential” and “Rural Residential” on the Land Use Map.  The Board further identified certain criteria that were to be used as part of its evaluation including, but not limited to, prioritizing adjustments to Urban Residential and Rural Residential areas that are not contiguous to incorporated cities and lack adequate infrastructure for urban development, and removal of agriculturally zoned land from Urban Residential and Rural Residential areas except where specific circumstances, such as an Affordable Housing (:AH) overlay, justifies retention; and

WHEREAS, on October 15, 2008, the Planning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing at which time it adopted Resolution No. 08-03 recommending that the Board of Supervisors approve certain amendments to the General Plan Land Use Map and associated text amendments; and

WHEREAS, on December 9, 2008, the Board of Supervisors considered the Planning Commission’s recommendations and adopted all of the recommended changes except certain changes related to the Angwin and Pope Creek areas; and

WHEREAS, on February 24, 2009, at a continued public hearing, a majority of the Board of Supervisors expressed their support for re-designating portions of Angwin from Urban Residential to Public-Institutional, Agriculture, Watershed and Open Space or Rural Residential, and for re-designating portions of Pope Creek from Urban Residential to Agriculture, Watershed and Open Space; and

WHEREAS, on April 1, 2009, the Planning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing and considered the proposed Land Use Map and text amendments re-designating portions of Angwin from Urban Residential to Public Institutional, Agriculture, Watershed and Open Space or Rural Residential, and revision of General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1 that would delay final action on the Angwin Geographic Area until after June, 2010.  Upon close of the public hearing, the Commission adopted Planning Commission Resolution No. 09-02; and

WHEREAS, on April 28, 2009, the Board of Supervisors held a duly noticed public hearing at which time it considered the Planning Commission’s recommendations contained in Planning Commission Resolution No. 09-02 and public testimony on the proposed Land Use Map amendments and text revisions to the General Plan and adopted Resolution No. 09-53 approving certain land use amendments to the Angwin Geographic Area and amending General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1; and

WHEREAS, Resolution No. 09-53 which was intended to reflect the Board’s decision on April 28, 2009, contained clerical errors and therefore the Board rescinded it and replaced it with Resolution No. 09-54 on May 5, 2009; and


WHEREAS, Resolution No. 09-54 amended General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1 to delay completion of land use updates in the Angwin Geographic Area until after June 2010 in order to allow completion of processing of a then pending land use entitlement application commonly known as Angwin Ecovillage.  The Angwin Ecovillage project was formally withdrawn from processing on May 13, 2012 wherein processing of General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1 could be resumed; and

WHEREAS, continued processing of General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1 was delayed in 2012 due to voter initiative Measure U, which proposed land use changes to the Angwin Geographic Area affecting the area subject to General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1.  This ballot measure failed to pass in the November 6, 2012 election; and

WHEREAS, subsequent to the failed ballot measure, Planning, Building and Environmental Services were delayed in processing of General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1 due to Staff resources being directed to two natural disasters and recovery efforts in 2014 and 2015; and

WHEREAS, on July 22, 2014, and October 18, 2016, the Board of Supervisors conducted study sessions receiving public testimony and provided direction to Staff on finalizing land use changes pertaining to General Plan Action Item AG/LU 114.1; and
WHEREAS, with this Resolution the Board of Supervisors updates the Napa County General Plan text and maps as follows and contained in attached Exhibit “A”:

A. Changes an approximately 7.5 acre portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 024-410-018 currently used as sewage treatment facilities from “Urban Residential” to “Public-Institutional”.

B. Changes an approximately 42 acre portion of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 024-080-038 and -039 from “Urban Residential” to “Urban Residential”, “Public-Institutional” and “Agriculture, Watershed and Open Space” to better reflect existing land uses.
WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65358 (b) provides that a legislative body may not amend a mandatory element of its general plan more than four times during any calendar year but, subject to that limitation, may amend any mandatory element at any time deemed appropriate by the legislative body; and

WHEREAS, if the proposed General Plan amendments described herein are adopted before December 31, 2016, it will be the first amendment to the County’s General Plan for calendar year 2016; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15168(c)(2), a program EIR may be relied upon for CEQA compliance for later activities if the lead agency determines that no new effects will occur or no new mitigation measures would be required as a result of the later activity. The program-level EIR prepared for the County’s 2008 General Plan Update and certified by the Board on June 3, 2008, analyzed the actions contemplated by the proposed land use map amendments described herein and the text revisions and no new environmental effects will occur and no new mitigation measures will be required as a result of the proposed revisions; and

WHEREAS, having considered all of the evidence, the Board desires to adopt the proposed General Plan Amendment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Napa County Board of Supervisors as follows:

A.
The Board finds that pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15168(c)(2), a program EIR may be relied upon for CEQA compliance for later activities if the lead agency determines that no new effects will occur or no new mitigation measures would be required as a result of the later activity.  The proposed General Plan Amendment is within the scope of the County’s 2008 General Plan Update program-level EIR certified by the Board on June 3, 2008 and adequately describes the activity for purposes of CEQA. No new effects would occur and no new mitigation measures would be required.

B.
The Board finds that the changes shown as added (by underlining) or deleted (by strikethrough) contained in the proposed General Plan Amendment attached as Exhibit “A” are internally consistent with the Napa County General Plan, both among the elements and within each element.  All changes proposed will maintain consistency per Government Code Section 65300.5.

C.
The Board hereby adopts the proposed maps and text amendments to the General Plan as set forth in Exhibit “A” attached and incorporated here by reference and directs the Planning, Building and Environmental Services Department to integrate the changes approved above into the Napa County General Plan.
