RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING THE DISTRICT ATTORNEY TO APPLY FOR LOCAL PROGRAM FUNDING UNDER THE PROGRAM FOR INVESTIGATION AND PROSECUTION OF WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE FRAUD CONDUCTED BY THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF INSURANCE

WHEREAS, the Napa County Board of Supervisors, by and through its District Attorney, desires to apply for Local Program Funding under the Program for Investigation and Prosecution of Workers Compensation Insurance Fraud (“Program”) funded by the Department of Insurance in accordance with the provisions of Title 10 of the California Code of Regulations; 

WHEREAS, the Program provides funding for the District Attorney to engage in the enhanced investigation and prosecution of workers compensation insurance fraud, and the funds are derived from assessments levied upon insurers and self-insured employers pursuant to Section 1872.83 of the California Insurance Code; and


WHEREAS, the District Attorney has operated the local Workers’ Compensation Insurance Fraud Program since Fiscal Year 2010-2011 and desires to continue to operate the program to engage in the enhanced investigation and prosecution of workers compensation insurance fraud, with the intent of deterring this crime and holding offenders accountable.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1. The Board of Supervisors authorizes the Napa County District Attorney to execute an agreement and submit an application and any necessary documents associated therewith to the California Department of Insurance for the purpose of obtaining Local Program Funding provided by the Program for the Fiscal Year period beginning July 1, 2017 and ending June 30, 2018, including any extensions or amendments thereof, and for each Fiscal Year thereafter as funding continues to be available for the Program.
2. The Board of Supervisors hereby certifies that the County of Napa will not use the Local Program Funding to supplant otherwise associated local expenditures.
3. The Board of Supervisors hereby agrees that any liability arising out of the performance of the Grant Award Agreement shall be the responsibility of the 
grant recipient and the authorizing agency.
