RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS ELIMINATING THE EXISTING 50 MILE-PER-HOUR SPEED LIMIT ON FIRST AVENUE AND ESTABLISHING TWO SEPARATE 
SPEED ZONES AT 40 AND 45 MPH

WHEREAS, Section 22358 of the California Vehicle Code authorizes a local authority to, by ordinance, determine and declare speed limits which are found most appropriate to facilitate the orderly movement of traffic, and are reasonable and safe; and


WHEREAS, Section 32 of the California Vehicle Code states that, whenever local authorities are given the power to take action by ordinance, they shall also have the power to take such action by resolution; and


WHEREAS, Section 40802 of the California Vehicle Code requires a local authority to prepare an engineering and traffic survey to determine the speed limit that is established under Section 22358; and


WHEREAS, Section 40802 of the California Vehicle Code provides that these speed limits may be enforced by radar, laser or other electronic devices, when the engineering and traffic survey has been conducted within certain time periods, as specified; and


WHEREAS, Napa County seeks to ensure a safe and efficient road network; and


WHEREAS, certain County roadways have been determined by engineering and traffic surveys to require such regulation.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Napa County Board of Supervisors pursuant to Section 22358 of the California Vehicle Code that the following speed limits are hereby established:

45 MPH on First Avenue beginning at Hagen Rd and continuing south to Lupine Hill Rd

40 MPH on First Avenue beginning at Lupine Hill Rd  and continuing south to Coombsville Rd.
