RESOLUTION NO. 2018-101
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF NAPA COUNTY, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, CONSOLIDATING MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS FOR THE CITIES OF NAPA, ST. HELENA, CALISTOGA, AND THE TOWN OF YOUNTVILLE  WITH THE STATEWIDE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 6, 2018, RELATING TO THE ELECTION OF A MAYOR AND/OR TWO COUNCIL MEMBERS TO THE CITY AND TOWN COUNCILS, THE SUBMISSION OF A BALLOT MEASURE RELATING TO A PROPOSED INCREASE IN THE TRANSIENT OCCUPANCY TAX FOR EACH OF THE RESPECTIVE MUNICIPALITIES, AND A PROPOSAL TO INCREASE THE APPROPRIATION LIMIT FOR THE TOWN OF YOUNTVILLE

WHEREAS, the City of American Canyon, the City of Calistoga, the City of Napa, the City of St. Helena, and the Town of Yountville (hereafter collectively referred to as the “Jurisdiction” or Jurisdictions”) have general municipal elections scheduled for November 6, 2018; and

WHEREAS, each Jurisdiction has called an election for the purpose of enabling the voters to elect a mayor and two members to its respective City and Town Council; and

WHEREAS, each Jurisdiction has called an election for the purpose of enabling voters to determine whether to increase the transient occupancy tax rate by one percent within its respective jurisdictional boundaries for the purpose of providing affordable and workforce housing; and
 WHEREAS, the Town of Yountville has additionally called an election for the purpose of enabling voters to determine whether to increase the Town’s Appropriation Limit (Gann Limit); and

WHEREAS, Elections Code section 10400 provides that whenever two or more elections involving a city or county are to be held on the same day, they may be consolidated; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code sections 10401and 10402.5 provide that if one of the elections to be consolidated is a statewide election, the board of supervisors shall order the consolidation; and 

WHEREAS, November 6, 2018 is a regularly scheduled statewide general election date as provided in Elections Code section 1001; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code section 10403 provides that whenever a city or other political subdivision calls an election for the submission of any question, proposition, or office to be filled, and requests that said election be consolidated with a statewide election, with the question, proposition or office to be filled appearing on the same ballot as that provided for the statewide election, the municipality or other political subdivision shall, at least 88 days prior to the date of the election, file with the board of supervisors, and transmit a copy to the elections official, a resolution of its governing board ordering the election, requesting consolidation and setting forth the question, proposition or office to be voted upon at the election as it is to appear on the ballot; and

WHEREAS, each of the Jurisdictions has adopted and timely filed the required resolution containing all of the information required by Elections Code section 10403 with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors and the Napa County Registrar of Voters; and

WHEREAS, each resolution requests that this Board do all of the following:  consolidate the local elections with the November 6, 2018, statewide general election, permit and direct the Elections Division of the Assessor-Recorder-County Clerk Department to conduct the election and provide all needed election services; and

WHEREAS, each Jurisdiction has agreed to reimburse the County for said election services; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes that consolidating the municipal elections with the statewide general election would be cost effective and is the most appropriate manner in which to proceed.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Napa County, State of California, hereby orders and proclaims that the November 6, 2018 general municipal elections for the municipalities of American Canyon, Calistoga, Napa, St. Helena, and Yountville relating to the election of a mayor and/or members to the respective City and Town Councils, and the placement of the respective municipal Transient Occupancy Tax measures on the ballot, shall be consolidated with the November 6, 2018 statewide general election. 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the general municipal elections, which are hereby consolidated, shall be for the purpose of electing a mayor and/or members to the City and Town Councils, as more fully set forth in the following resolutions:  City of American Canyon Resolution No. 2018-44, 2018-77 and 2018-78; City of Calistoga Resolution No. 2018-040 and No. 2018-072; City of Napa Resolution No. R2018-097 and R2018-098; City of St. Helena Resolution No. 2018-73 and No. 2018-98; and Town of Yountville Resolution No. 18-3498.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure H, shall be submitted to the City of American Canyon’s voters, as set forth in the City’s applicable resolution(s).  The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	To increase, improve and preserve affordable and workforce housing in the City of American Canyon, shall an Ordinance be adopted to levy an ongoing transient occupancy tax (hotel tax) of 1% on hotel charges, increasing the maximum hotel tax rate from 12% to 13%, with all revenue from the new tax (estimated: $140,000 annually) to be restricted to providing programs and services for affordable and workforce housing?

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure F, shall be submitted to the City of Napa’s voters, as set forth in the City’s Resolutions applicable resolution(s).   The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	To increase, improve, and preserve affordable and workforce housing in the City of Napa, shall an ordinance be adopted to levy an ongoing transient occupancy tax (hotel tax) of 1% on hotel charges to visitors of 30 days or less, increasing the   maximum hotel tax rate from 12% to 13%, with all revenue from the new tax (estimated: $2,100,000 annually) to be restricted to providing programs and services for affordable and workforce housing?

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure D, shall be submitted to the City of Calistoga’s voters, as set forth in the City’s applicable resolution(s).  The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	To increase, improve and preserve affordable and workforce housing in the City of Calistoga, shall an ordinance be adopted to levy an ongoing transient occupancy tax (hotel tax) of 1% on hotel charges to visitors of 30 days or less, increasing the maximum hotel rate from twelve percent (12%) to thirteen percent (13%), with all revenue from the new tax (estimated: $512,325 annually) to be restricted to providing programs and services for affordable and workforce housing?

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure E, shall be submitted to the City of St. Helena’s voters, as set forth in the City’s applicable resolution(s).  The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	To increase, improve, and preserve affordable and workforce housing in the City of St. Helena, shall an ordinance be adopted to levy an ongoing transient occupancy tax (hotel tax) of 1% on hotel charges to visitors of 30 days or less, increasing the maximum hotel rate from 12% to 13%, with all revenue from the new tax (estimated: $279,000 annually) to be restricted to providing programs and services for affordable and workforce housing?

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure R, shall be submitted to the Town of Yountville’s voters, as set forth in the Town’s applicable resolution(s).  The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	In order to fully utilize TOT and sales tax generated from visitors for public services, parks & recreation, police and fire emergency programs, shall the appropriations limit set by Article 13B of the California Constitution be increased by $3,000,000 and increase annually by growth in TOT each year for a four year period commencing fiscal year 2018/19? By approving this appropriation limit, no new taxes are created nor will any existing tax be increased.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Measure S, shall be submitted to the Town of Yountville’s voters, as set forth in the Town’s applicable resolution(s).  The Registrar is hereby instructed to place the question on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	To increase, improve, and preserve affordable and workforce housing that benefits Yountville, shall an ordinance be adopted to levy an ongoing transient occupancy tax (hotel tax) of 1% on hotel charges to visitors of 30 days or less, increasing the maximum hotel tax rate from 12% to 13% with all revenue from the new tax (estimated: $650,000 annually) to be restricted to providing programs and services for affordable and workforce housing.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the entire text of Measures D, E, F, H, R, and S shall be printed in the voter information section of the appropriate sample ballots.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Elections Code section 9280, et seq., shall apply to these municipal elections.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the manner of holding the election and the procedure for voting for and against the questions presented shall be as set forth in the Elections Code for general municipal elections which are consolidated with a statewide general election.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that due to the fact that these general municipal elections are consolidated with the statewide general election to be held on November 6, 2018, all precincts established and all election officers appointed for the statewide general election shall be the precincts and election officers for the general municipal elections, and the election officers shall conduct the election and make return thereof according to law.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Registrar of Voters is hereby authorized and directed to procure and furnish all election services requested by each of the Jurisdictions pursuant to each Jurisdiction’s resolutions.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Registrar of Voters may publish a notice of the election in a newspaper of general circulation within the County not later than fifty (50) days prior to the election.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Registrar of Voters is directed to submit to the each Jurisdiction a billing for the election services provided by the Elections Division, in conformity with Elections Code section 10002.
