RESOLUTION OF NAPA COUNTY, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING THE CALIFORNIA MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AUTHORITY (CalMHSA), A JOINT POWERS AUTHORITY, TO AUTHORIZE NAPA COUNTY’S PARTICIPATION IN THE CalMHSA INTER-MEMBER TRANSFER PROGRAM.
WHEREAS, County wishes to participate in the California Mental Health Services Authority (CalMHSA) Inter-Member Transfer program in order comply with the statue under Welfare and Institutions Code §14717.1, for the prompt transfer of funds related to the specialty mental health services being provided or arranged for foster children placed outside of the county’s jurisdiction.  

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Napa County Board of Supervisors does hereby:
1) Authorize the County’s participation in the California Mental Health Services Authority (CalMHSA) Inter-Member Transfer Program. 

2) Authorize the transfer of funds to CalMHSA as called for by the Inter-Member Transfer Program Participation Agreement, in the initial amount of $23,474 for the first quarter, with continuous funding thereafter, in the amount determined after first quarter assessment of actual services as the sending County. 

3) Authorize CalMHSA to act on behalf of County to transfer funds to receiving county, consistent with the provisions of the Participation Agreement and Welfare and Institution Code §14717.1. 

4) Authorize the Deputy Director of Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA)/Acting 
Mental Health Director or the Mental Health Director to sign the Participation Agreement 
on behalf of the County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors authorizes the Deputy Director of HHSA/Acting Mental Health Director or Mental Health Director to act as the Napa County representative and designates the Deputy Director of HHSA/Acting Mental Health Director or the Mental Health Director to act as its fiscal and programmatic administrative agent for the purpose of signing all future documents, including the amended Memorandum of Understanding and contracts and amendments pertaining to the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, and to act as the Napa County representative on the CalMHSA Board of Directors.
