REQUEST:  Approval to modify Use Permit #: 18182-U (formerly Folie A Deux Winery) with no change to the approved 100,000 gallon winery capacity but with major site and infrastructure improvements to include:  (1) demolition and replacement of the existing approximately 12,932 square foot winery facility (production, sales/office and accessory buildings) with a new, two-story, 20,792 square foot winery production building, a 7,208 square foot hospitality/office building, a 5,136 square foot sales/tasting room, three miscellaneous accessory buildings of approximately 2,075 square feet and maintaining an existing 2,296 square foot cave for a winery totaling 37,507 square feet; (2) an increase in full-time employees from five to nine and part-time employees from five to eleven; (3) an increase in the number of existing parking spaces from 30 to 42; (4) a reduction in the public drop-in visitors to the tasting room from an average of 1,000 per week to 930 per week and an addition of four tours and tastings by appointment only per week for trade and invited guests (25 visitors maximum, 15 average); (5) amendment of the marketing plan as follows: eliminate 10 educational seminars per year (5 -25 visitors per event, 10 average) and 6 -12 promotional events per year (up to 25 visitors per event, 9 average) and add four indoor/outdoor events per year (100 visitors maximum, 75 average) and 3 indoor/outdoor events per year (200 visitors maximum, 150 average) both with or without food service; (6) revise the entry structure and gate.  The project is located on a 21.03 acre parcel on the east side of St. Helena Highway North (State Highway 29), within an AW (Agricultural Watershed) zoning district (Assessor’s Parcel # 022-100-010) 3070 St. Helena Highway North, St. Helena.
