DEA DCE/SP MOU – Commander Pitkin disseminated the 2008 DEA DCE/SP MOU that expires 12/31/08.  The grant is in the amount of $50,000 which is the most received from DEA to date.  The monies will be used for eradication of marijuana, agent and assisting agency and SWAT overtime reimbursement, aircraft and fuel payment.  All board members approved and signed the MOU.
