ROLL CALL - The regular monthly meeting of the NSIB Governing Board was called to order on November 19, 2009 at 10:25 a.m. at Napa City Hall.  Board members present included; Chairman Chief Richard Melton of the Napa PD, Sheriff Doug Koford, Chief Jonathan Mills of the Calistoga PD, Chief Monty Castillo of the St. Helena PD, SAC John George of the Bureau of Narcotic Enforcement and Bureau Commander Gary Pitkin.  Also present was District Attorney Investigator Mike Frey for District Attorney Gary Lieberstein.  Board members absent included; Chief Mary Butler of the Napa County Probation Department and Captain Mark Rasmussen of the CHP.

PUBLIC COMMENT -  FORMDROPDOWN 
 members of the public attended this meeting.

MINUTES – Sheriff Koford moved that the minutes of the  FORMDROPDOWN 
 and August Governing Board Meetings be approved as written.  Chief Castillo seconded the motion, which was then approved unanimously.

NSIB Special Investigations Revolving Fund Management Response for Fiscal Year 08/09 – Commander Pitkin discussed the Revolving Fund Audit and NSIB’s response to the findings which were disseminated to the Board and are awaiting approval from the County Council.
2009/2010 Napa County Grand Jury Investigation – NSIB received a letter from the Grand Jury listing documents it would like to audit as a matter of routine and random auditing.  These documents will be compiled for the audit and the prior Grand Jury Audit of NSIB will be reviewed.  The audit is scheduled for the first of the new year.
Request for funding from Wolfe Center, Sheila Daugherty – Sheila Daugherty of the Wolfe Center made a formal request for funding from the NSIB Asset Forfeiture account.  Ms. Daugherty gave an overview of the Wolfe Center treatment programs and noted that past state funding in the amount of $200,000 has been lost and more threatened.  Ms. Daugherty reports minimal services on school campuses have resulted in expulsions and more juveniles on the streets where they are more likely to get involved in drugs, gangs and other harmful situations.  The $30,000 requested would be put towards drug and alcohol prevention and low level treatment programs at local schools.  After Ms. Daugherty’s presentation and departure from the meeting the Board discussed the amount of money available in the Asset Forfeiture account ($29,000).  The Board discussed the matter and agreed to give $15,000 to the Wolfe Center.  Sheriff Koford made the first motion and Chief Melton seconded the motion approving the amount of $15,000 be donated to the Wolfe Center.
Disbursal of Asset Forfeiture checks – Commander Pitkin disbursed asset forfeiture checks to the City of Napa, St. Helena, Calistoga and the donation of $10,000 to the Napa County Office of Education for the Safe Schools/DARE program.
DEA DCE/SP MOU – Commander Pitkin explained that the primary purpose of the MOU funds is for flight time and eradication expenditures during marijuana season.  The MOU was circulated for signatures from the Board members present.

NSIB Community Drug Forum – Commander Pitkin discussed the development of a Drug Forum for parents, professionals, doctors, etc. to learn about current drug trends and dangers.  It was noted the Sheila Daugherty would be an excellent speaker at these forums.  Further discussion on the development of the Drug Forum will continue.  Chief Melton noted that the upcoming Medical Marijuana meeting on December 9, 2009 at 6PM at the Jefferson Street Senior Center.
