OPEN MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 2010
1. ROLL CALL - The regular monthly meeting of the NSIB Governing Board was called to order on Thursday, September 23, 2010 at 10:10 a.m. at the Napa PD.  Board members present included; Chairman Chief Richard Melton of the Napa PD, Under Sheriff John Robertson for Sheriff Doug Koford, Chief Mary Butler of the Napa County Probation Department, Assistant District Attorney Lee Philipson for District Attorney Gary Lieberstein, Captain Mark Rasmussen of the CHP, Chief Monty Castillo of the St. Helena PD, SAC Steve Ladeck of the Bureau of Narcotic Enforcement and Bureau Commander Gary Pitkin.  Board members absent included: Chief Jonathan Mills of the Calistoga PD.
Also present at the meeting was: Lt. Mike Lair of Napa County Parks Department and SA Michelle Gregory of the Department of Justice.
2. PUBLIC COMMENT – 0 members of the public attended this meeting.

3. MINUTES – Chief Butler moved that the minutes of the August Governing Board Meeting be approved as written.  Rasmussen seconded the motion, which was then approved unanimously.

Department of Justice Drug Store Program - Special Agent Michelle Gregory presented an overview of DOJ’s Drug Store Program which was created for sixth through eighth grade students to give a realistic view of the consequences of becoming involved with drugs.  The program format is organized into stations that the students move through beginning with learning about the dangerous effects different drugs have on the body.  Law enforcement officers and student role players depict scenarios that show the students what happens in the arrest process and court system and what it is like to be placed in juvenile hall or on probation.  The students also see what families go through when someone dies due to overdose and other drug related deaths.  At the end of the program students and their parents are given the chance to de-brief the experience with the program staff.  The planning stage for the program takes six to twelve months to host 500 students and depending on available funding can cost up to $10,000 to supply staffing, handouts, food and the venue rental.
