4. SAFETY MOMENT - Hearing Protection

When you are exposed to loud noises over long periods of time, you are at an increased risk of losing your
ability to hear. Once the nerves of the inner ear are destroyed or damaged from exposure to excessive
noise, the damage is permanent. It does not matter where you are exposed to excessive loud noise — it
can occur at work, at home, or at play. Power tools, recreational equipment, musical bands or headphones
can all generate excessive noise.

Types of Hearing Protection Devices: never use cotton, stereo headsets, or other makeshift hearing
protectors. They do not protect your ears from noise. Use one of the following: Earplugs-insert into the ear
canal to seal out noise. Be sure to follow the manufacturer’s instructions. They may be disposable or
reusable. Earmuffs - earmuffs are the best protectors. They have a headband

with cushioned plastic cups that cover each ear.
