· The project must have a very specific project proposal

Land Use

· How does analysis reflect the loss of the site for heavy industrial land uses in the future?

· Project will be disconnected from downtown

· The project will physically divide the community
· Protect industrial land capacity

· Loss of jobs/business

· Include large public spaces

· Reduce energy consumption by reducing footprint of development

Traffic
· How is traffic analyzed when future industrial uses are unknown?

· The project will increase vehicle miles traveled

· Study traffic impacts on American Canyon (large numbers of jobs are in Contra Costa County)

· Traffic public transportation solutions are needed as increase in 5,000-6,000 residents could clog roads

Air Quality
· Increase in vehicle miles traveled will increase smog

Hazards and Hazardous Materials

· Will entire project site be remediated?
· Airport will be danger to residents

· Where will fill soil come from?

· Soil contamination on site-hazardous materials

· Earthquake dangers – Liquefaction

Population and Housing
· Jobs/housing balance – how will loss of current jobs be affected?

· How will project absorb change in population and culture?

· Low income housing could lead to “ghetto-ization”

· Project could lead to urban slums, ghetto

· Intermix low income housing

· Low income housing requirements should meet “real need” of low and very-low income population

· Define affordability

· What kind of people will be buying these homes?

· Will homes be vacation homes and remain empty for most of the year?

Hydrology and Water Quality

· Aquifer tapping has currently unknown impacts
· Climate change could result in flooding

· Will 50-year flooding event be studied?

· Alternatives should show alternative water sources

Noise
· Airport will result in noise pollution to citizens

Public Services

· Costs of schools and other services equals costs to a small city.

Economic
· Project uses could damage downtown Napa
Biological Resources
· Use diverse vegetation in landscaping

· Design “imaginative” mixed use
