RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

THE NAPA-VALLEJO WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY 

MAKING FINDINGS RELATED TO

ENERGY CONSERVATION CONTRACTS


WHEREAS, under the provisions of Energy Conservation Contracts at Chapter 3.2 of Division 5 of Title 1 of the California Government Code (commencing with Section 4217.10), the Napa Vallejo Waste Management Authority (Authority) is authorized to enter into contracts relating to the development of energy conservation, cogeneration, and alternate energy supply sources at facilities of the Authority; and 


WHEREAS, Green Tech Power Group, LLC (Green Tech) is a private company specializing in the development of renewable energy power plants; and


WHEREAS, Green Tech has proposed to Authority the construction and operation of a solar facility that would generate electrical power (Project) at a closed landfill site owned by Authority located in the City of American Canyon (Site). A portion of the Site would be leased to Green Tech, and the facility would qualify as an energy conservation facility and the lease would qualify as facility ground lease under applicable provisions of the Government Code; and 


WHEREAS, as proposed, the Project would benefit the Authority by providing lease revenue and the provision of power through a qualifying energy services contract at favorable rates to the Authority, and potentially to its member jurisdiction as well; and


WHEREAS, to determine the feasibility of the Project, and the benefits that would accrue to Authority, Green Tech and Authority desire to enter into an Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement (Agreement), so that the parties may mutually agree under what terms and conditions the Project might move forward to its ultimate completion.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED that the Authority’s Board of Directors hereby adopts the following findings and authorizations related to the Project:  

1.
The Board finds, that as proposed under the Project, the anticipated cost to the Authority for electrical energy that will be provided by the Project under contract will be less than the anticipated marginal cost to the Agency of electrical energy that would have been consumed by the Authority in the absence of the purchases from the Project;

2.
The Board finds the difference, if any, between the fair rental value for the Site subject to any proposed facility ground lease and the expected agreed rent, is anticipated to be offset by below-market energy purchases or other benefits that would be provided under the energy service contract. 

3.
The Authority Chair is authorized to execute the Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement between the Authority and Green Tech.
