
ORDINANCE NO. _______
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, APPROVING THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF NAPA AND NAPA INDUSTRIAL LLC

WHEREAS,  Napa Industrial LLC is the holder of Use Permit #P07-004120UP and Tentative Parcel Map #P08-00131-PM, issued by the Planning Commission on January 7, 2009, relating to a 218 acre site in the southern portion of the Airport Industrial Area, APN 057-090-069. Taken together, these entitlements allow Napa Industrial LLC to construct a wine warehousing/storage and distribution with approximately 646,734 square feet of floor area with ancillary office areas, and parking for up to 376 vehicles. The Tentative Parcel Map divides the site into two parcels of 38 acres and 180 acres respectively. The project is commonly referred to as the Napa Commerce Center; and

WHEREAS, the entitlements were analyzed for purposes of the California Environmental Quality Act under an Addendum to a Final EIR for the Beringer Wine Estates Devlin Road Facility (State Clearinghouse No. 00034043) certified on April 9, 2002. In approving the Use Permit and Tentative Parcel Map, the Planning Commission the Commission readopted the CEQA Findings of Fact and Rationale and Statement of Overriding Considerations contained in Board of Supervisors Resolution No. 02-72, and further adopted a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program; and 


WHEREAS,  all legal prerequisites for the adoption of this Ordinance have occurred, and the Ordinance is consistent with the General Plan and Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan, as detailed in the accompanying staff report for this project.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, ordains as follows:
SECTION 1.  The above recitals are true and correct. The Development Agreement attached hereto as Attachment 1 and incorporated herein by reference between the County of Napa, a political subdivision of the State of California, and Napa Industrial LLC, a Delaware Limited Liability Company, is hereby approved.
SECTION 2.  Pursuant to Government Code §65858.5, the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors shall record with the County Recorder of the County of Napa a copy of the Development Agreement within ten (10) days after the Agreement is fully executed.
SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall be effective thirty days from and after the date of its passage.
SECTION 4.  A summary of this ordinance shall be published at least once 5 days before adoption and at least once before the expiration of 15 days after its passage in the Napa Valley Register, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Napa, together with the names of members voting for and against the same.
