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AMENDMENT NO. 3 OF

AGREEMENT NO. 04-10

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT


THIS AMENDMENT NO. 3 OF AGREEMENT NO. 04-10 is made and entered into as of this _____ day of _____________, 2005, by and between the NAPA-VALLEJO WASTE MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY (hereinafter “AUTHORITY”), a joint powers agency organized under the laws of the STATE OF CALIFORNIA pursuant to Government Code section 6500 et seq., and BROWN, VENCE & ASSOCIATES whose business address is 198 Cirby Way, Suite 170, Roseville, CA 95678, hereinafter referred to as "CONTRACTOR";

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on or about April 26th, 2004, AUTHORITY and CONTRACTOR entered into Agreement No. 04-10 (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”) to obtain specialized services, as authorized by Government Code section 31000, in order to prepare a feasibility study on recycling construction and demolition materials at the Devlin Road Transfer Station; and


WHEREAS, the parties now desire to amend the Agreement to modify the scope of work and increase the maximum payments under the Agreement.

TERMS

NOW, THEREFORE, AUTHORITY and CONTRACTOR, hereby amend the Agreement as follows:

1.
Paragraph 2 is amended to read in full as follows:

2.
Scope of Services.  CONTRACTOR shall provide AUTHORITY those services set forth in Exhibits “A”, "B", and "C" attached to the original Agreement and prior amendments, and Exhibit “D”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.

2.
Paragraph 3 is amended to read in full as follows:


3.
Compensation.


(a)
Rates.  In consideration of CONTRACTOR's fulfillment of the promised work, AUTHORITY shall pay CONTRACTOR at the rates set forth in Exhibits “A”, "B", and "C" attached to the original Agreement and prior amendments, and Exhibit "D" attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.

(b)
Expenses.  Travel and other expenses will be reimbursed by AUTHORITY upon submission of an invoice in accordance with Paragraph 4 at the rates and/or in accordance with the policy(s) set forth in Exhibits "A", "B", and "C" attached to the original Agreement and prior amendments, and Exhibit “D” attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.

(c)
Maximum Amount.  Notwithstanding subparagraphs (a) and (b), the maximum payments under this Agreement shall be a total of One Hundred Two Thousand Four Hundred Eighty Eight Dollars ($102,488) for professional services and expenses; provided, however, that such amounts shall not be construed as guaranteed sums, and compensation shall be based upon services actually rendered and expenses actually incurred.

Exhibit “D” is added by this Amendment.

4.
Except as provided in 1-3 above, the terms and conditions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect as originally approved.

EXHIBIT "D"

SCOPE OF WORK
CONTRACTOR shall assist the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority (Authority)  in compliance with California regulations pertaining to the NPDES General Permit for Storm Water Discharges at the Devlin Road Transfer Station (DRTS) site. This proposal contains a scope of services and budget to assist in preparing permit documentation for the Notice of Intent (NOI), Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP), and Water Pollution Control Drawings (WPCD). 

Task 

Prepare required documentation for compliance with the General Industrial Permit.  In some cases, a portion of the required documentation is prepared by the civil design consultant as a result of processing plans for local agency approvals and permits, depending on the locale of the project.

Preparation of Notice of Intent (NOI) – Preparation of the State standard form and accompanying documentation to be accompanied by a fee of $830.  Fee is not included in the estimate of charges.

Preparation of Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) – Preparation of the SWPPP to comply with the guidelines of the General Industrial Permit.  The SWPPP includes erosion control drawings and additional work as required to prepare a complete SWPPP to comply with the state requirements.  

Preparation of Water Pollution Control Drawings (WPCD) – This task involves the preparation of water pollution control drawings to supplement the SWPPP.  These drawings are the basis for placement and maintenance of site specific erosion and sediment controls for each project site.  

COMPENSATION:  Contractor shall perform the above tasks on a not-to-exceed fee of $7,100.
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
