This letter and attachments constitute this agency’s 2012 annual report regarding the Napa County General Plan, prepared and submitted pursuant to Government Code Section 65400.   This report has been provided to the Napa County Board of Supervisors, as the County’s legislative body, and was considered by them at a public meeting on March 19, 2013, where members of the public were allowed to provide oral testimony and written comments. 
The Napa County General Plan was comprehensively updated in June 2008 and includes the following elements:  Agricultural Preservation & Land Use, Circulation, Community Character (including Noise), Conservation, Economic Development, Housing, Recreation and Open Space, and Safety.  The County’s Housing Element was updated and adopted in June 2009.

The goals, policies, objectives, and implementation actions contained within all elements of the General Plan collectively express the County’s values and priorities related to land use and conservation.  Many also address mitigation measures identified during the updating processes.  The goals, policies, and objectives are effectively implemented by ensuring that County decisions regarding land use/development and capital improvements are consistent with the Plan.  Implementation actions are programmed and undertaken as indicated in the Plan or (where no schedule is identified) as resources permit.  

The attached form developed by the Department of Housing and Community Development indicates the status of the implementation “programs” in the Housing Element, and the companion matrix indicates the status of “action items” in the other elements of the Plan.
