ORDINANCE NO. ______

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, REZONING A PORTION OF A CERTAIN PARCEL WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF THE COUNTY FROM INDUSTRIAL: AIRPORT COMPATIBILITY (I:AC) TO THE PLANNED INDUSTRIAL: AIRPORT COMPATIBILITY (IP:AC) ZONING DISTRICT (APN 057-040-007)

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa ordain as follows:


SECTION 1.
The subject parcel is comprised of approximately 25 acres and is located within the boundaries of the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan, bearing Assessor’s Parcel Number 057-040 - 007 as identified in the Official Maps of the Napa County Assessor in effect at the time this Ordinance takes effect and as shown on Exhibit “A” attached and incorporated here by reference. The vast majority of the parcel is zoned Planned Industrial: Airport Compatibility (IP:AC), while a portion is zoned Industrial: Airport Compatibility (I:AC).

SECTION 2.
That part of the subject parcel which is zoned Industrial: Airport Compatibility (I:AC) is hereby rezoned to Planned Industrial: Airport Compatibility (IP:AC). This Ordinance rezoning a portion of the subject parcel from I:AC to IP:AC is consistent with the Napa County General Plan (2008) pursuant to General Plan Policy AG/LU-39, 51, and 93,  and consistent with the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan (as amended concurrently herewith).

SECTION 3.
The Board determines that this type of project does not have a significant effect on the environment and is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act. The project will not impact an environmental resource of hazardous or critical concern, has no cumulative impact, there is no reasonable possibility that the activity may have a significant effect on the environment due to unusual circumstances, will not result in damage to scenic resources, is not located on a list of hazardous waste sites, cause substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource or extract groundwater in excess of the Phase 1 groundwater extraction standards as set by the Department of Public Works. [See Guidelines For the Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act, 14 CCR 15305].  

SECTION 4.
This Ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after its passage.


SECTION 5.
This Ordinance shall be published at least once before the expiration of fifteen (15) days after its passage in the Napa Register, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Napa, together with the names of the members voting for and against the same.

SECTION 6.
If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.  The Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa hereby declares it would have passed and adopted this ordinance and each and all provisions hereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more of said provisions be declared invalid.


SECTION 7.
A summary of this ordinance shall be published at least once 5 days before adoption and at least once before the expiration of 15 days after its passage in the Napa Valley Register, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Napa, together with the names of members voting for and against the same.
