A RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION, STATE OF CALIFORNIA CERTIFYING THE FINAL ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT PREPARED FOR THE HALL WINERY-DISTILLERY BUILDING DEMOLITION PROJECT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT (CEQA), THE STATE CEQA GUIDELINES AND NAPA COUNTY’S LOCAL PROCEDURES FOR IMPLEMENTING CEQA
WHEREAS, on July 13, 2014, Mike Reynolds, on behalf of Hall St. Helena Winery LLC & Hall Highway 29 Winery LLC (“Applicant”), applied to the Napa County Planning, Building and Environmental Services Department (the PBES Department”) for a use permit modification to allow demolition of the existing 1,752 square foot Distillery Building located in the approximate center of the Hall Winery complex (Use Permit Modification No. P13-00233-MOD) (“the Project”) on approximately 33.2 acres of land (the “Property”).  Other uses on the property include wine production and storage, administrative offices, a tasting room and vineyards. The Hall Winery is located on the west side of State Route 29 between Lewelling Lane and Inglewood Avenue within the unincorporated portion of Napa County,  401 St. Helena Highway South, St. Helena 94574, APN’s 027-120-061 & 062 (SFAP), zoned Agricultural Preserve (AP);

WHEREAS, the Project as proposed would consist of demolition of the Distillery Building which was constructed in 1936 and was used for making distilled wine products.  The Applicant also proposes to landscape the area of the building footprint and include a historic marker and a bench incorporating materials from the Distillery Building as a 3-4 foot high wall behind the bench;

WHEREAS, in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act, Public Resources Code section 21000 et seq. (“CEQA”), the PBES Department determined it was necessary to prepare, and the Department caused to be prepared, an environmental impact report (“EIR”) regarding the Project due to possible loss of a historic resource;

WHEREAS, on June 17, 2014, notice of availability of the DEIR was provided to appropriate agencies and the general public via a Notice of Completion sent to the State Clearinghouse and via a public notice published in the Napa Valley Register, a local newspaper of general circulation;

WHEREAS, on June 18, 2014, the Draft EIR for the Project was prepared.  The Draft EIR or DEIR was circulated for public review and comment from between June 19, 2014 to August 4, 2014;

WHEREAS, in accordance with CEQA, all comments received on the Draft EIR during the comment period were responded to and included in the Final EIR.  The Final EIR includes the Draft EIR and comments and responses to comments on the Draft EIR;


WHEREAS, in accordance with CEQA, all comments received on the Draft EIR during the comment period were responded to and included in a Final EIR or FEIR.   Pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines section 15132, the FEIR consists of the following documents and records:  the Hall Winery-Distillery Building Demolition Project (dated June 2014); the Hall Winery-Distillery Building Demolition Project Final Environmental Impact Report (dated August 2014); and the related planning and other County records, minutes, and files constituting the record of proceedings which is incorporated herein by this reference; 
WHEREAS, the FEIR is on file with the Planning, Building and Environmental Services Department along with all other documents constituting the record of proceedings; 

WHEREAS, in accordance with CEQA, the Final EIR was mailed to all commenting state and local agencies, at least ten days prior to the Commission’s action on the Hall Winery-

Distillery Building Demolition;

WHEREAS, on September 17, 2014, the Planning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing on, among other items, adoption of a Resolution certifying the Final EIR.  After considering all the evidence in the record, the Commission closed the public hearing;


WHEREAS, the Commission now desires to adopt this Resolution; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Napa County Planning Commission, State of California, that in reference to the Final Environmental Impact Report for the Hall Winery-Distillery Building Demolition Project this Commission hereby finds and certifies as follows:

1.
The Final EIR has been completed in compliance with CEQA; and

2.
The Final EIR reflects the Commission’s independent judgment and analysis; and

3.
The Final EIR was presented to the Commission, and the Commission has reviewed and considered the information contained in the Final EIR prior to taking an action on the Hall Winery-Distillery Building Demolition Project (P13-00233-MOD).
