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Ordinance No. ____

An ordinance of the Board of Directors of the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority AMENDING THE POWERS of THE AUTHORITY purchasing agent

Whereas, by Ordinance No. 94-19, the Authority Manager was designated as the Authority Purchasing Agent, as allowed by the Joint Powers Agreement and given certain purchasing powers as authorized by Government Code Section 25500 et. seq.; and

Whereas, recent amendments to the Government Code have increased the amounts which a purchasing agent is authorized to expend in engaging independent contractors to perform services, with or without the furnishing of materials, when the aggregate cost does not exceed fifty thousand dollars ($50,000); and

Whereas, the Board of Directors desires to amend Ordinance No. 94-19 to allow the Purchasing Agent to have such authority and make certain other technical amendments.

Therefore, the Board of Directors of the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority (“Authority”) hereby ordains as follows:

SECTION 1.  Sections 2 (c) (5) and (7) of Ordinance No. 94-19 are amended to read in full as follows:

(5)
Engage independent contractors to perform services for the Authority, with or without the furnishing of material, when the aggregate cost does not exceed Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00).

(7)
Perform such other services as the Board of Directors may from time to time by resolution require, unless such authorization shall be made by an ordinance amending this Ordinance.

SECTION 2.  Sections 2 (j) and (l) of Ordinance No. 94-19 are amended to read in full as follows:

(j)
Other services contracts.  Except as provided otherwise in (i), the Purchasing Agent may engage independent contractors to perform services for the Authority or Authority officers, with or without the furnishing of material, when the aggregate cost does not exceed Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00).

(l)
Receipt of gifts or donations.  The Purchasing Agent may accept on behalf of the Authority any gift or donation of personal property, but any such gift or donation which exceeds Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) in value shall be reported by the Purchasing Agent to the Board of Directors no later than the next regular meeting of the Board.  The Purchasing Agent is not authorized to accept any gift or donation of real property or interest therein, but shall immediately transmit any offer thereof to the Board of Directors no later than the Board’s next regular meeting for consideration of acceptance by the Board.

SECTION 3.
If any provision, clause, sentence or paragraph of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.  It is hereby declared that the Board of Directors would have adopted this Ordinance and each section, sentence, clause or phrase and portion thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, sentences, clauses, phrases or portions be invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4.
This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days from and after the date of its passage.

SECTION 5.
This ordinance shall be published at least once before the expiration of 15 days after its passage in the Napa Valley Register, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Napa, and the Vallejo Times-Herald, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Solano, together with the names of members voting for and against the same.

The foregoing ordinance was introduced and read at a meeting of the Board of Directors of the Napa-Vallejo Waste Management Authority, held on the 19th day of June, 2006, and passed at a duly-noticed regular meeting of the Board held at least five days thereafter on the 3rd day of August, 2006, by the following vote:
