RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA CREATING THE 

AIRPORT INDUSTRIAL AREA SUBCOMMITTEE,

 ADOPTING BY-LAWS FOR SAID SUBCOMMITTEE, AND AUTHORIZING CITY OF NAPA AND CITY OF AMERICAN CANYON REPRESENTATION ON SAID SUBCOMMITTEE


WHEREAS, the Napa County Board of Supervisors has been a participating member of the Napa County League of Governments (NCLOG) in the development of a countywide Community Development Strategy seeking to build consensus among the Cities and County of Napa on future land use and development; and


WHEREAS, the Napa County Board of Supervisors has entered into Memorandums of Understanding (MOU’s) with the City of Napa and the City of American Canyon wherein the cities have agreed to assist the County in meeting its affordable housing obligation; and


WHEREAS, as a component of both MOU’s the County agreed to work jointly with both Cities on studying land use issues within the Airport Industrial Area (AIA) of Napa County; and


WHEREAS, on July 27, 2004, the Board of Supervisors amended the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan, which amendment included a call for the formation of an Airport Industrial Area Subcommittee ("AIASC") for the purpose of making recommendations to the appropriate County decision maker on major projects and on projects involving inter-jurisdictional issues within the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan; and


WHEREAS, on August 2, 2004, the NCLOG Airport Industrial Area Subcommittee recommended that the Board of Supervisors establish an advisory committee, comprised of two elected representatives from each of the three jurisdictions, with the expressed goal of reaching consensus and making recommendations on development issues within County designated industrial areas, which are generally located south of the City of Napa and north of the City of American Canyon including: a) the Napa County Airport Industrial Area; b) lands adjacent to the City of Napa including Napa Pipe and the Syar Quarry; and c) north of the City of American Canyon on the east side of Highway 29 between South Kelly Road and Napa Junction; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors desires to form the AIASC to comply with the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan, and finds it desirable and efficient to include within its duties the advisory committee role recommended by the NCLOG Airport Industrial Area Subcommittee.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby creates the AIRPORT INDUSTRIAL AREA SUBCOMMITTEE ("AIASC") as described in the bylaws attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and authorizes the Director of Conservation, Development and Planning to request that the City of Napa and City of American Canyon fill their appointments to said AIASC.

Exhibit A

AIRPORT INDUSTRIAL AREA SUBCOMMITTEE

By-Laws

Article I – Name and Jurisdiction


1.  Name.  The name of the committee shall be the Airport Industrial Area Subcommittee (AIASC).


2.  Jurisdiction.  The AIASC's advisory jurisdiction shall consist of land shown on the Napa County General Plan as Industrial.

Article II -- Purpose


1.  Purpose.  The AIASC's shall strive to reach consensus between its members on inter-jurisdictional development issues pertaining to lands designated Industrial in the Napa County General Plan, and forward its advisory recommendation to the appropriate County decision-maker.


2.  Procedures.  To encourage consensus on issues, each jurisdiction will have equal voting rights.  Possible vote outcomes on advisory recommendations will be: a) unanimous; b) tie; c) simple majority.  In cases of a tie vote, or simple majority vote, both recommendations will be forwarded to the appropriate County decision-maker.  For tie votes, both recommendations will be considered equal.  For simple majority votes, the majority vote will be considered as the recommendation, and the minority vote will be considered as the minority opinion.


3.  Projects Subject to Review.  The following types of projects shall be reviewed by the AIASC if such proposals occur on Industrial designated lands:

a. Any Specific Plan or General Plan Amendment

b. Any Zone Change or Zoning Text Amendment

c. Any Use Permit or Site Plan Approval that either City, the County, or a project applicant requests AIASC review.

d. Any item requiring review as specified in the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan.

e. Any other cross-jurisdictional issue within the AIASC’s jurisdiction as may be requested for review by a member jurisdiction.

Article III -- Structure and Membership

1.  Membership.  The AIASC shall be comprised of 2 members of the Board of Supervisors, 2 members of the City Council of the City of Napa, and 2 members of the City Council of the City of American Canyon, as are appointed by each jurisdiction.  Each member shall have one vote, except as provided herein. 


2.  Term of Office.  Member’s terms shall be determined independently by the jurisdiction that they serve.  Each jurisdiction shall maintain two members, and shall notify Napa County Conservation, Development and Planning Department Staff upon any change in Membership.


3.  Liaison Department.  The Napa County Conservation, Development and Planning Department (CDPD) shall act as the liaison department and staff for the AIASC.  CDPD shall provide or arrange for the provision of staffing, logistical assistance and other assistance as needed by the AIASC.  CDPD shall be responsible for public notices, preparation and distribution of staff reports, and minutes of meetings.


4.  Compensation.  Members shall receive no compensation for participating in AIASC meetings.

Article IV -- Meetings

1.   Schedule.  There shall be no set meeting schedule.  Meetings will be scheduled on an as-needed basis, and shall be scheduled in a timely manner so as not to disrupt processing times for formal applications in process with the County.  Meetings will be called when requested by either City, the County, or project applicants.  The preferred meeting date will be Monday afternoons.  As set forth in Section 5.A.1 of the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan, AIASC meetings will occur within established processing timelines for projects.  The purpose of the AIASC is intended to provide a forum to discuss and resolve issues, and will not be a mechanism to delay timely project review.  The County will refer all new use permits, site plan approvals and major modification applications proposed within the AIASC’s jurisdiction to the member agencies for comment prior to taking action on any such application.  Member agencies will be given 30 days to comment on proposals and/or request that the proposal be considered by the AIASC.  The AIASC shall have 60 days from the time a proposal is referred to member agencies to make a recommendation to the County decision-making body.  Failure of the AIASC to act within this time shall be deemed a recommendation for approval.

2.  Quorum.  A quorum shall consist of the presence of one member from each jurisdiction, except that either City may, in its sole discretion, notify CDPD in writing that they do not want to participate in a particular item under review.  In such a case, a quorum shall consist of one member from each of the two remaining jurisdictions.  A member from the County must be present for a quorum to exist.


3.  Voting and Proxy.  Each jurisdiction will be entitled to two (2) votes, consisting of one vote for each member.  In the event that a member from any individual jurisdiction is absent, then the member present from that jurisdiction shall be entitled to two votes.


4.  Rules of Order.  Meetings shall be conducted in a discussion format to encourage participation by all in attendance.  CDPD shall provide a meeting facilitator who shall administer the agenda and oversee conduct of meetings.  


4.  Open Meetings.  All meetings of the AIASC shall be open to the public and subject to the requirements of the Brown Act.


5.  Conflicts of Interest.  No member may vote on any project or matter which may have a material effect on any financial interest as defined by the Political Reform Act of 1974. All members shall be subject to the requirements of Government Code section 87105.

Article V -- Amendments, Forms

1.  Amendments of the By-Laws.  These By-Laws may be amended at any time by action of the Board of Supervisors.


2.  Forms of Documents.  Documents required for the routine operation of the AIASC shall be in the form determined by the Conservation, Development and Planning Department.  This includes staff reports, notices of meetings, agendas, minutes, and other documents.  The AIASC may at any time request CDPD to develop or modify such documents.
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
