
RESOLUTION NO. 04-211

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, EXEMPTING ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBERS 020-210-013 AND 016-090-010 FROM THE ASSESSMENT LEVY FOR THE PROVISION OF FARMWORKER HOUSING WITHIN COUNTY SERVICE AREA NO. 4 FOR THE 2004/2005 FISCAL YEAR

WHEREAS, on April 23, 2002, the formation of County Service Area No. 4 ("CSA #4") was approved by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa ("the Board"), pursuant to County Service Area Law, Government Code section 25210.1 et seq., as a mechanism for providing certain miscellaneous extended services pertaining to farmworker housing in the County of Napa; and

WHEREAS, the miscellaneous extended services (collectively "Services") that may be provided by CSA #4 are all or any of the following:

 (1) Acquiring farmworker housing;

 (2) Building farmworker housing;  

 (3) Leasing farmworker housing; 

 (4) Providing maintenance or operations for farmworker housing owned or leased by the Napa Valley Housing Authority or another public agency whose principal purpose is to develop or facilitate the development of farmworker housing in the County of Napa; and

WHEREAS, a Negative Declaration was adopted on February 14, 2002, pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act, finding that the formation and activities of CSA #4 would have no significant effect on the environment; and

WHEREAS, the Services are to be financed through the imposition of assessments ("Assessments") not to exceed $10.00 per year per acre for a five year period on the parcels of real property in CSA #4 containing one or more planted vineyard acres, which will receive special benefits from the Services; and

WHEREAS, on June 29, 2004, the Board accepted and filed a written Engineer's Report with respect to the Assessments, prepared by a registered professional engineer certified by the State of California, setting forth an assessment rate methodology and special benefit analysis, which Report scheduled the Assessment for fiscal year 2004/2005 in the amount of $9.25 per planted vineyard acre, and set forth the individual assessments for the affected properties necessary to fund the Services for fiscal year 2004-2005; and

WHEREAS, on August 3, 2004, after complying with the requirements of Government Code section 53753, the Board of Supervisors levied an assessment in the amount of $9.25 per planted vineyard acre for those qualifying properties within CSA #4 for fiscal year 2004/2005 as more particularly set forth in the Engineers Report dated June 16, 2004; and 

WHEREAS, County Service Area Law, at Government Code section 25210.4h(h), provides that vineyard property owners who present proof to the Board of Supervisors that they are providing housing for their own workers shall be exempt from the assessment; and 


WHEREAS, a request for exemption from the assessment of CSA #4 has been received from John Monhoff, with proof presented that Mr. Monhoff does not employ any farmworkers and that all work in his vineyard is done by those for whom he provides housing; and

WHEREAS, a request for exemption from the assessment of CSA #4 has been received from Peggy Dickson, with confirmation by the Agricultural Commissioner’s Office that Ms. Dickson’s property does not contain any planted vineyard acreage and that her property was assessed in error; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has determined that an appropriate methodology to determine the amount of an exemption from the assessment of CSA #4 is to base the exemption on the amount of on-site farmworker housing provided in relation to the total number of workers employed at the site, and 

WHEREAS, utilizing said methodology with respect to Mr. Monhoff provides a 100% exemption from the assessment.
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1.  The Board hereby finds and determines that the above recitals are true and correct.

2.  The Board hereby amends the levy of assessment for CSA #4 as set forth in the Engineer’s Report for fiscal year 2004/2005 dated June 16, 2004, as amended by Exhibit A attached hereto.

The foregoing resolution was duly and regularly adopted at a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, held on the 14th day of December, 2004, by the following vote:
