A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, 

STATE OF CALIFORNIA, SUPPORTING FULL FEDERAL FUNDING OF THE U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS’ CAPABILITY FOR FISCAL YEAR 2011 FOR THE NAPA RIVER/NAPA CREEK FLOOD PROTECTION PROJECT OF $29,000,000 AND CONTINUED ANNUAL FUNDING AT CORPS’ CAPABILITY LEVEL THROUGH PROJECT COMPLETION
WHEREAS, the December 31, 2005 Napa River flood caused approximately $70 million in damages; and
            WHEREAS, the Napa River/Napa Creek Flood Protection Project (“the Project”) consists of a combination of river widening and construction of earthen levees along with flood walls and the creation of an Oxbow/Bypass channel; and

WHEREAS, the completed Project will provide 100-year flood protection for 2,700 homes, 350 businesses, and over 50 public properties, saving millions in flood damage costs and lost business; and

WHEREAS, this award-winning Project is recognized around the world as a new way to envision flood protection; and

WHEREAS, the Living River design seeks to protect residents from flood damage, restore historic wetlands, reconnect the Napa River to its floodplain, sustain migrating fish and wildlife, provide recreation opportunities, and stimulate river-focused economic development; and

WHEREAS, Project construction began in 2000 and was originally planned for completion in 2007; however, due to federal funding shortfalls, the Project is now only approximately 50% complete with a projected completion date of 2015, assuming adequate funds are budgeted annually.  The specific components yet to be completed by the federal government include:  Construction of two railroad bridges and track elevation and subsequent construction of the Oxbow/Bypass channel; construction of bypass culverts, terraces and bridge removals along approximately one mile of Napa Creek; construction of floodwalls along both the east and west sides of the Napa River; and construction of detention basins and pump stations.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Napa County Board of Supervisors that 

1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct.

2. The County of Napa is in support of full funding of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ capability for Fiscal Year 2011 for the Napa River/Napa Creek Flood Protection Project of $29,000,000 and continued annual funding at Corps’ Capability level through Project completion.
