RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, APPROVING SUBMITTAL OF PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT AGREEMENT NO.030 FOR CHILES-POPE VALLEY ROAD BRIDGE (Bridge No 21C0075) AND PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT AGREEMENT NO.031 FOR DRY CREEK ROAD BRIDGE (BRIDGE NO 21C0056) FOR ALL FEDERAL HIGHWAY BRIDGE PROGRAM FUNDS AND CALTRANS TOLL BRIDGE CREDIT FUNDS FOR WHICH NAPA COUNTY IS ELIGIBLE

WHEREAS, on August 20, 2012, Caltrans issued a letter to Cities and Counties requesting local agencies to review their public highway bridges for potential replacement, rehabilitation, or preventive maintenance and to address actions to any public safety issues and to extend the life of their bridge inventories; and


WHEREAS, on January 25, 2013, Napa County submitted to Caltrans eight Highway Bridge Rehabilitation & Replacement Program (HBRRP) applications to program the bridges in the Federal Transportation Improvement Program (FTIP) ; and

WHEREAS, under the Federal program that is administered by Caltrans, there are Federal Highway Bridge Program Funds (88.53% funded) with a 11.47% match (either with Caltrans Toll Bridge Credit Funds or a local funds) available to local agencies; and

WHEREAS, on December 19, 2013, Napa County submitted a Request for Authorization to proceed with Preliminary Engineering for the Chiles – Pope Valley Road Bridge (Bridge No 21C0075) and the Dry Creek Road Bridge (Bridge No 21C0056); and


WHEREAS, On April 14, 2014, Caltrans issued Program Supplement Agreement No. 031 for Chiles – Pope Valley Road Bridge (Bridge No 21C0075) and Program Supplement Agreement No. 030 for Dry Creek Road Bridge (Bridge No 21C0056); and

WHEREAS, Caltrans grant application procedures require, among other things, an Applicant’s governing body to declare by Resolution certain authorizations related to the execution of the program supplement agreements;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
The foregoing recitals are true and correct.
2.
The Director of Public Works or his designee is hereby authorized to submit the Program Supplement Agreements to Caltrans for all grants for which Napa County is eligible.
3.
The Director of Public Works or his designee is hereby authorized to and empowered to execute in the name of Napa County all grant documents, including but not limited to, applications, agreements, amendments, and requests for payment, necessary to secure grant funds and implement the approved grant project.
4.
The above authorizations are effective for ten (10) years from the date of adoption of this Resolution.
