RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

 OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA

SUMMARILY VACATING AN OFFER OF DEDICATION 

OF CERTAIN ROAD EASEMENTS 


WHEREAS, by offer of dedication of portion of real property shown on “Map of the Subdivision of Thompson’s Soscol Ranch in Napa County, Cal”, filed June 20, 1889 as Map No. 126 in Book 1of Maps, at page 56 in the Official Records of Napa County, the owners of the real property described herein offered to dedicate a portion of  said real property (“Washington Avenue”) to the County of Napa for public road purposes, said portion of real property more particularly described in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Napa County has never accepted said offer of dedication for Washington Avenue; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 66477.2 of the California Government Code, an  offer of dedication of real property for any public purpose which has not been accepted may be terminated summarily;  and


WHEREAS, this offer of dedication involves an easement over property which  (a) does not presently have in ground any public utility or  public service facilities, and (b) is not needed for the purpose of extending or widening any County-maintained road in the foreseeable future;  and 


WHEREAS, vacation and abandonment of this offer of dedication will not cut off any access any person presently has to a County-maintained road;  and 


WHEREAS, Section 8352 of the Streets and Highways Code provides that vacation and abandonment of the offer of dedication will not, with certain limited exceptions, affect any private easement to which the property is presently subject;  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa that, pursuant to Section 66477.2 of the Government Code and Section 8330 of the Streets and Highways Code, the offer of dedication of Washington Avenue as shown on “Map of the Subdivision of Thompson’s Soscol Ranch in Napa County, Cal”, filed June 20, 1889 in instrument filed as  Map No. 126 in Book 1of Maps, at page 56 in the Official Records of Napa County in the office of the County Recorder of said Napa County, is hereby terminated and abandoned.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors is directed to cause a certified copy of this Resolution to be recorded in the office of the County Recorder of the County of Napa, State of California, and that from and after the date of recordation, the right of the County of Napa to accept the offer of dedication of the street and public service easement described hereinabove is irrevocably terminated.
