
NAPA COUNTY RESOLUTION NO. 06-01
REQUEST TO THE GOVERNOR TO

PROCLAIM A STATE OF EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, on December 30, 2005, the Napa County Executive Officer, as confirmed by the Napa County Board of Supervisors on January 3, 2006 found that due to flood and winter storm a condition of extreme peril to life and property existed in the County of Napa and proclaimed a local emergency pursuant to Government Code section 8630 [and Napa County Code section 2.80.060]; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Napa County Code section 2.80.060(A)(3), the Napa County Executive Officer has now determined that locally available resources are inadequate to cope with the emergency and has requested the Chair of the Board of Supervisors request the Governor of the State of California to proclaim a state of emergency within Napa County;


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED as follows:


1.
The Napa County Board of Supervisors confirms the determination of the Napa County Executive Officer that locally available resources are inadequate to cope with the emergency.


2.
The Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes and directs the Chair of the Board of Supervisors to request, in substantially the manner set forth in Exhibit "A", attached herewith and incorporated by reference herein, that the Governor of the State of California or, if he is inaccessible, the State Director of Emergency Services proclaim the County of Napa to be in a state of emergency.

On December 30, 2005, the Napa County Executive Officer, confirmed on January 3, 2006 by the Napa County Board of Supervisors found that due to flood and winter storms, a condition of extreme peril to life and property existed in the County of Napa and proclaimed a local emergency.

2.
The Chairman of the Napa County Board of Supervisors has now determined that:


a.
The conditions creating and/or impacts of the emergency have become such that local resources are no longer adequate to cope with the effects of the emergency;


b.
Damages in the approximate amount of $50,000,000 are occurring or are expected to occur in the near future in consequence of the emergency.


c.
The Board of Supervisors hereby direct the Chairman to request the Governor to proclaim a state of emergency until irrevocable damage will have occurred in the absence of the greater resources available under a state of emergency as opposed to a local emergency.

3.
Pursuant to Government Code Section 8625(b)(2) and on the recommendation of the Napa County Executive Officer under Napa County Code section 2.80.060(A)(3), the Chairman of the Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby requests the Governor of the State of California or, if he/she is inaccessible, the State Director of Emergency Services, to declare and proclaim the County of Napa to be in a state of emergency.

4.
Randy Snowden, Director of Health and Human Services Agency is hereby designated as the authorized representative for public assistance and Robert Peterson, Director of Public Works is hereby designated as the authorized representative for individual assistance of the County of Napa for the purpose of receipt, processing and coordination of all inquiries and requirements necessary to obtain available state and federal assistance.
