RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA AUTHORIZING EXTENSION OF THE NAPA COUNTY VEHICLE ABATEMENT AUTHORITY, PROGRAM AND FEE AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO CALIFORNIA VEHICLE CODE SECTION 9250.7(G)

WHEREAS, California Vehicle Code Section 22710 provides that in any county a service authority for the abatement of abandoned vehicles may be established if a majority of the cities representing a majority of the population and the board of supervisors have adopted resolutions for the establishment of the authority and the collection of the authorized one dollar vehicle registration fee; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution(s) 95-92 and 95-93 on July 25, 1995 authorizing establishment and participation in the Napa County Abandoned Vehicle Abatement Authority and the imposition of the vehicle registration fee; and

WHEREAS, California Vehicle Code Section 22710(g) provides that a service authority shall cease to exist on the date that all revenues have been expended; and 

WHEREAS, California Vehicle Code Section 9250.7(g) provides that the fee imposed for the abatement of abandoned vehicles shall remain in effect for a period of ten years from the date that the collections began; and 

WHEREAS, the fee collected in Napa County began on May 31, 1996 and will cease to be collected on May 31, 2006; and 

WHEREAS, California Vehicle Code Section 9250.7(g) authorizes, subject to resolution by the cities and the board of supervisors, the extension of the fee collection in increments of up to ten (10) years; and

WHEREAS, abandoned vehicles continue to constitute a public nuisance, lower property values, and be a danger to public health and safety; and

WHEREAS, if the Napa County Abandoned Vehicle Abatement Authority continues in existence, the County will continue to receive revenue based on population, other geographic factors, and number of vehicles abated by continuing to participate in the Napa County Abandoned Vehicle Abatement Authority;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa that the Board hereby authorizes an extension of the Napa County Abandoned Vehicle Abatement Authority, the abandoned vehicle abatement program, and the related one dollar vehicle registration fee for an additional ten years.
