RESOLUTION NO. 06-37
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA CONSOLIDATING THE CITY OF AMERICAN CANYON SPECIAL ELECTION WITH THE STATEWIDE PRIMARY ELECTION TO BE HELD ON JUNE 6, 2006, FOR THE PURPOSE OF DETERMINING WHETHER THE OFFICE OF MAYOR SHOULD BE AN ELECTIVE OFFICE AND THE LENGTH OF TERM OF THAT ELECTIVE OFFICE


WHEREAS, the City of American Canyon (the "City") has adopted a resolution ordering a special election for the purpose of determining whether the Office of Mayor should be an elective position; and

WHEREAS, on June 6, 2006, a statewide primary election is scheduled to be conducted throughout the City; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code sections 10400 and 10401 provide that a city election, including but not limited to city special elections, may be consolidated with a statewide election if ordered by the board of supervisors; and 

WHEREAS, Elections Code section 10403 provides that a whenever a city calls an election for the submission of any question, proposition or office to be filled and requests that said election be consolidated with a statewide election, with the question, proposition or office to be filled appearing on the same ballot as that provided for the statewide election, the city shall, at least 88 days prior to the date of the election, file with the board of supervisors a resolution of its governing board ordering the election and requesting the consolidation; and

WHEREAS, on February 16, 2006, the City adopted Resolutions 2006-34 (ordering a special election) and 2006-35 (requesting consolidation) for the purpose of determining whether the Office of Mayor shall be an elective office; and

WHEREAS, Government Code sections 34900 provides that if a city holds a special election for the purpose of submitting to the electors the questions of whether the mayor shall be elective, that question shall be accompanied by the question of whether the term shall be for two years or four years.  Government Code section 34901 sets forth the exact form of the ballot questions in this regard.

WHEREAS, Resolutions 2006-34 and 2006-35 were filed in a timely manner with the Board of Supervisors; and

WHEREAS, Resolution 2006-34 requests this Board to permit the County elections official to conduct the election and agrees to reimburse the County in full for costs incurred by the County in conducting the consolidated election; 

WHEREAS, the next statewide election, which is a primary election, is scheduled for June 6, 2006 and sufficient time remains to enable the Board to place the question of whether the Office of Mayor should be an elective office and the length of term of that elective office, on the ballot; and

WHEREAS, consolidating the special election with the statewide primary election would be cost effective and is the most appropriate manner in which to proceed.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, pursuant to the provisions of Elections Code section 12001, hereby orders and proclaims that the questions of whether the Office of Mayor should be an elective position, whether said office shall be for a term of two years, or whether said office shall be for a term of four years, shall be submitted to the voters of the City of American Canyon as Measures B, C, and D, respectively, at a special election to be held and conducted on the 6th day of June, 2006, and that the polls shall be open from the hours of  7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on said election day.  The manner of holding the election and the procedure for voting for and against the question presented shall be as set forth in the Elections Code for a local special election, which is consolidated with the statewide primary election.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said special election shall be, and it is, hereby consolidated with the statewide primary election to be held on said day, and all precincts established and all election officers appointed for said statewide primary election shall be the precincts and election officers for said special election, and said election officers shall conduct said election and make return thereof according to law.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Elections Code section 9280, et seq., shall apply to this special election.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, in accordance with Government Code sections 34900 and 34901, the following questions, known as Measures B, C, and D, shall be submitted to the voters of the City of American Canyon at said statewide primary election, and that the Registrar of Voters be, and hereby is, instructed to place the same on the ballot at said election in the following form:
Measure B:

“Shall the electors elect a mayor?”

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the final date for submission to the City Clerk of arguments not to exceed 300 words in length for or against the measures shall be March 17, 2006, and that such arguments shall be submitted to the City Clerk at 300 Crawford Way,  American Canyon, California, 94503, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the final date for submission to the City Clerk rebuttal arguments for or against the measures, shall be March 27, 2006 and that such arguments shall be submitted to the City Clerk at 300 Crawford Way,  American Canyon, California, 94503, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the impartial analysis by the City Attorney shall be prepared on or before March 13, 2006 and filed with the City Clerk at 300 Crawford Way, American Canyon, California, 94503, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Clerk conducting the election may publish a notice of the election in a newspaper of general circulation within the County of Napa not later than fifty (50) days prior to the election.

THE FOREGOING RESOLUTION was duly and regularly adopted at a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, held on the 28th day of February, 2006, by the following vote:
