RESOLUTION NO. 2017-190
RESOLUTION OF THE NAPA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ADOPTING NAPA COUNTY’S FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN FOR FISCAL YEARS 2017/2018 THROUGH 2021/2022
WHEREAS, a formal capital budget provides elected officials with a tool for evaluating and prioritizing projects on the basis of merit and urgency; 
WHEREAS, the cornerstone for the capital budget is the Capital Improvement Plan (“CIP”); 
WHEREAS, the CIP is a document that provides direction and guidance for the County to carefully plan and manage its capital and infrastructure needs for new facilities and rehabilitation or upkeep of existing facilities; 
WHEREAS, in the CIP, identification of capital projects and their anticipated funding sources assists in the planning and scheduling of financing for projects and the staff resources needed to plan, design, and construct the projects; 
WHEREAS, while the Five Year CIP serves as the long range capital plan, it is to be reviewed and updated annually; 
WHEREAS, the adoption of the CIP is neither a commitment to a particular project nor a limitation to a particular cost; 
WHEREAS, Napa County’s Conservation, Development and Planning Department has reviewed the CIP and reported its conformity with the adopted general plan as required by Government Code section 65401; 
WHEREAS, Government Code section 66002 provides that the CIP shall be adopted by a resolution of the governing body of the local agency at a noticed public hearing, and that, mailed notice shall be given to any city which may be significantly affected by the CIP; 
WHEREAS, Napa County (the “County”) is a local agency under California Government Code section 66000; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66002, the County duly gave public notice of the public hearing, referred to hereinafter, of this Board's proposed adoption of the CIP, a copy of which has been on file with the Clerk to this Board at least 10 calendar days prior to this Board's commencement of such public hearing; 
WHEREAS, in adopting this CIP, the County is not seeking to levy any new fees that are subject to Government Code section 66001; 
WHEREAS, on November 24, 2017, the County mailed notice of the public hearing of this Board’s proposed adoption of the CIP to each of the cities located within the County, which notices were at least 10 days prior to the commencement of such public hearing in compliance with Government Code section 66002; 
WHEREAS, on November 24, 2017, the County published in the Napa Valley Register, a newspaper of general circulation within the jurisdiction of the County in compliance with California Government Code section 66002; and 

WHEREAS, on December 15, 2017, this Board duly conducted a public hearing, concerning this Board's proposed adoption of the CIP, and gave all members of the public, including representatives of all of the cities located within the County, the opportunity to speak for and against such matter, and to submit any evidence in connection therewith.
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby finds that all of the foregoing recitals are true and correct. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Board hereby finds and determines that the County has provided all advance publications and any other public notices, including notices to all cities located within the County, and that this Board conducted a public hearing as required by law with respect to this Board's adoption of this Resolution and the Capital Improvement Plan. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Board hereby adopts the Capital Improvement Plan for Fiscal Years 2017/2018 through 2021/2022 with no imposition of new fees. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there shall be a copy of the Capital Improvement Plan on file with the Clerk to this Board. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Board hereby finds and determines that it took all of the foregoing actions, and made all of the foregoing findings and determinations, in full compliance with the law, including, without limitation, the Act, including further California Government Code, section 66002. All findings of this Board pursuant to this Resolution are and shall be final and conclusive.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Capital Improvement Plan may be updated by this Board from time to time pursuant to California Government Code section 66002, or as otherwise provided by law.
