
RESOLUTION NO. _______ 

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ESTABLISHING, INCREASING AND DECREASING FEES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CONSERVATION, DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING DEPARTMENT – BUILDING AND PLANNING DIVISIONS; ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT DEPARTMENT; AND DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS


WHEREAS, there is a need to establish, increase, and decrease the fees charged by the County of Napa to recover the costs of services provided by the Conservation, Development, and Planning Department – Building and Planning Divisions, Environmental Management Department, and Department of Public Works; and


WHEREAS, Chapter 12.5 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the California Government Code (commencing with Section 54985) and Chapter 8 of Division 1 of Title 7 of the California Government Code (commencing with section 66016) authorize the County to establish fees to recover the cost of providing a service; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66016, at least fourteen days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, notice was mailed to those persons who had requested same; and


WHEREAS, notice of the hearing of the proposed fees was published twice in the manner set forth in section 6062a as required by section 66018, subdivision (a), of the Government Code; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66016, at least ten days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, data was made available to the public indicating the amount of cost, or estimated cost, required to provide the service for which the fee or service charge is levied and the revenue sources anticipated to provide the service, including general fund revenues;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

A.
The following fees and sections in Section III of the Napa County  Policy Manual, "Fees for Services Provided by County Departments and Agencies" are hereby added or amended as follows:

Section 70.010 is hereby amended and a new Section 70.011 is hereby added to Section III of the Napa County Policy Manual to read as follows:

Sec. 70.010.  General.
The fees set forth in this Part shall be paid to the Building Division of the Conservation, Development and Planning Department prior to the issuance of permits authorizing construction, alterations or additions to or demolition of structures, plumbing, mechanical and electrical systems therein.
Sec. 70.011.  Definitions.
The following definitions shall apply to this Part 70:

“CBC” means California Code of Regulations Title 24 California Building Code Part 2 Volume 1

“CCR” means California Code of Regulations Title 24

“CEC” means California Code of Regulations Title 24 California Electrical Code Part 3

“CMC” means California Code of Regulations Title 24 California Mechanical Code Part 4

“CPC” means California Code of Regulations Title 24 California Plumbing Code Part 5.

2.
A new Section 70.015 is hereby added to Section III of the Napa County Policy Manual to read as follows:

Sec. 70.015.  Surcharge

In addition to the fees set forth in this Part, a General Plan surcharge of 1.7% as described in Section 80.015 shall be added to those fees is this Part 70 for services supported by the General Plan. The surcharge shall be added to the base fee amount.

Sections 70.020 through 70.080 of  Section III of the Napa County Policy Manual are hereby amended to read as follows:

Microfilming - Plan Retention Fee (Health and Safety Code §19851)

The fee for microfilming building construction plans as required by section 19850 through 19853 of Chapter 10, Part 3  Division 13 of the Health and Safety Code shall be as follows:

Whenever a project is “red-tagged” or otherwise found to be in violation of Title 15 of the Napa County Code, an investigation fee, in addition to the permit fee, shall be collected whether or not a permit is then or subsequently issued.  The investigation fee shall be two times the amount of the permit fee required by this code.  The payment of such investigation fee shall not exempt any person from compliance with all other provisions of this code nor from any penalty prescribed by law.

12.
When documentation demonstrating compliance with State energy conservation regulations is required, a fee shall be paid at the time of submitting such compliance documentation.  Such fee shall be 10% of the building permit fee shown in subsection (a).  This fee shall be in addition to the building permit fees and plan review fees required under this section.

13.
The fee for Planning Division review of a building permit clearance slip (ministerial project) is $173.00 per referral from the Building Division.
14.
The fee for Planning Division review of a building permit clearance slip (discretionary project), including site plan approvals, is $ 116.00 per hour ($ 464.00 deposit) for each referral from the Building Division.

When a Certificate of Occupancy is required under CBC, the fee for processing and issuance therefor shall be $ 107.00


(ii)
The fee for Planning Division review prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy is $ 116.00 per hour after the first hour of review for each referral from the Building Division.

The fee for issuing re-roofing permits shall be based on the verified contract amount and be calculated using subsection (a) of this section.  A plan review fee shall not be required for re-roof permit applications


Sec. 70.025.  Strong-Motion Instrumentation and Seismic Hazard Mapping Fee


(Public Resources Code Sec. 2705).

Category 1 Construction (1 to 3 Story Residential).  Category 1 construction includes residential buildings one to three stories in height, except hotels and motels.  Single family houses, duplexes and quadruplexes are included in Category 1.  Condominiums and apartment buildings are in Category 1 only if they are three stories or less in height.  The fee assessed for Category 1 construction is that amount calculated from the permit valuation  found in subsection (a) and using the formula as follows:




(Valuation Amount) X 0.0001 = Fee Amount

Category 2 Construction.  Category 2 construction includes all buildings not in Category  1.  Category 2 construction includes residential buildings over 3 stories, all office buildings, warehouses, factories and other manufacturing or processing facilities, restaurants, and other non-residential buildings.  The fee assessed for Category 2 construction is that amount calculated from the permit valuation found in subsection (a) and using the formula as follows:

The electrical inspector shall visit all premises where work has been done under annual permits and inspect all electric wiring, devices, appliances, and equipment installed under such a permit.
