RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, APPROVING THE JUVENILE JUSTICE COORDINATING COUNCIL’S COMPREHENSIVE MULTI-AGENCY JUVENILE JUSTICE PLAN PURSUANT TO THE CRIME PREVENTION ACT OF 2000 (AB 1913) 

WHEREAS, the Crime Prevention Act of 2000 (AB 1913, Stats. 2000, Chapter 353, hereinafter referred to as "Act") requires each county board of supervisors to submit a comprehensive multi-agency juvenile justice plan developed by the county Juvenile Justice Coordinating Council having the membership described in Section 749.22 of the Welfare & Institutions Code in order to receive funds under the Act; and


WHEREAS, the Napa County Juvenile Justice Coordinating Council has developed and submitted to the Board for approval a comprehensive multi-agency juvenile justice plan approved by a vote of the Council's membership on May 1, 2006;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Napa County Board of Supervisors as follows:

1.
That the Napa County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Comprehensive Multi-agency Juvenile Justice Plan approved by the Napa County Juvenile Justice Coordinating Council on May 1, 2006;

2.
The Chief Probation Officer is authorized to submit and/or sign the County of Napa (the Applicant) Application for Continuation Funding and/or Substantive Modification for the County’s Comprehensive Multi-agency Juvenile Justice Plan and related contracts, amendments, or extensions with the State of California; and
3.
The Applicant will adhere to the requirements of the Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention Act (Section 30061 et seq. of the Government Code) regarding the submission of the Comprehensive Multi-agency Juvenile Justice Plan application or revision, investment of allocated monies, including any interest earnings, expenditure of said funds, and submission of required reports to the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) and the Board of Supervisors.
