RESOLUTION NO. 06-95
RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA,

EXTENDING THE PROCLAMATION OF LOCAL EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, Government Code section 8630 and Napa County Code section 2.80.060(A)(2) authorize and empower the Napa County Executive Officer, acting as Director of Emergency Services, to proclaim the existence or threatened existence of a local emergency when the County is affected or likely to be affected by a public calamity and the Board is not in session, subject to confirmation by the Board within seven days; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the foregoing provisions, on December 30, 2005, the Assistant Napa County Executive Officer/Acting Director of Emergency Services proclaimed the existence of a local emergency due to impending severe winter storms and flood conditions; and


WHEREAS, at a special meeting held on January 3, 2006, the Napa County Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution No. 06-02 confirming the existence of a flood emergency and ratifying the action of the Assistant County Executive Officer, acting as Director of Emergency Services, in proclaiming such local emergency on December 30, 2005; and


WHEREAS, on January 24, February 7 and 28, March 14 and 28, and April 11 and 25, 2006, the Napa County Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution Nos. 06-15, 06-29, 06-38, 06-49, 06-60, 06-70 and 06-83, respectively,  to extend the foregoing confirmation, ratification, proclamation and request for an extension of the local emergency;  and
 
WHEREAS, while the initial floodwaters temporarily receded throughout much of the unincorporated territory of Napa County in the month of February, 2006, weather conditions remained unstable and full local reservoirs were still unavailable to provide significant flood control in the immediate future so that heavy rain and windstorms beginning at the end of February, 2006 and continuing almost without break throughout the month of March, 2006 and most of the month of  April, 2006 resulted in new and ongoing damage and threat of damage, as well as impairment of local ability to repair damage previously caused during the flood event of December 30 through January 1, to roads, dams, public and private wastewater systems, agricultural infrastructure and rural flood control systems, to such an extent that the County has requested the Governor to again declare a state of emergency within Napa County;  and


WHEREAS, immediate repair of such damage, particularly to the road network infrastructure, and prevention of further rock and landslides imperiling such roads, which damage and peril continues to interfere with safe and timely access to homes, hospitals, and businesses located in the unincorporated area of Napa County, is essential not only to protect the health and safety of the County's residents but also the health and safety of the large number of visitors who annually travel to Napa County beginning in mid-Spring each year and upon whose visits the local economy is heavily dependent; and

WHEREAS, these ongoing conditions and threat of peril continue to necessitate extension of the foregoing proclamation of local emergency until such repairs and emergency protective measures can be completed and the overall emergency is deemed abated;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors as follows:

1. The Board finds the foregoing recitals to be true and correct.

2. The Board further finds that the flooding and storms which gave rise to its actions in the above-referenced resolutions and subsequent springtime storms have inflicted and continue to inflict damage on property, both public and private, and interference with necessary public infrastructure, requiring ongoing abatement and/or mitigation measures on an expedited basis in order to prevent a reoccurrence of conditions of extreme peril to life, property and the environment.

3. Based upon the foregoing findings, the Board of Supervisors hereby proclaims that the previously-declared local emergency is still in effect; the confirmation and continuance of the Proclamation of Local Emergency contained in Resolution No.  06-02 remains in effect; and all powers granted under Resolution No. 06-02 and extended by Resolution Nos. 06-15, 06-29, 06-38, 06-49, 06-60 and 06-83 shall remain in effect for another 14 days unless earlier terminated by resolution of this Board.
