RESOLUTION NO. 06-152
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA CONSOLIDATING THE MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS OF THE CITIES OF NAPA, ST. HELENA, CALISTOGA, AMERICAN CANYON AND THE TOWN OF YOUNTVILLE WITH THE STATEWIDE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 7, 2006 AND DIRECTING THE COUNTY CLERK AND ELECTIONS DIVISION TO PROVIDE ELECTION SERVICES TO THE CITIES AND TOWN

WHEREAS, the City of Napa, City of St. Helena, City of Calistoga, City of American Canyon and the Town of Yountville (collectively “City” or “Cities”) each have general municipal elections scheduled for November 7, 2006; and

WHEREAS, each City has called an election in order to allow City voters to elect a mayor and/or two members to the respective City Councils; and  

WHEREAS, the Town of Yountville has additionally called an election to be held on November 7, 2006, which will increase the Town’s appropriations limit which the Registrar of Voters has designated as Proposition “F”; and  
WHEREAS, Elections Code sections 10400 and 10401 provide that a city election may be consolidated with a statewide election if ordered by the Board of Supervisors; and 

WHEREAS, November 7, 2006 is a regularly scheduled statewide general election date as provided in Elections Code section 1001; and

WHEREAS, Elections Code section 10403 provides that whenever a city calls an election for the submission of any question, proposition or office to be filled and requests that said election be consolidated with a statewide election, with the question, proposition or office to be filled appearing on the same ballot as that provided for the statewide election, the city shall, at least 88 days prior to the date of the election, file with the Board of Supervisors a resolution of its governing board ordering the election and requesting consolidation; and

WHEREAS, each of the Cities adopted and timely filed the required resolutions with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors; and
WHEREAS, each City resolution requests this Board to do all of the following:  consolidate the City elections with the November 7, 2006 statewide general election, permit and direct the Elections Division of the County Clerk’s Office to conduct the election and provide all needed election services; and
WHEREAS, each City has agreed to reimburse the County for said elections services; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes consolidating the municipal elections with the statewide general election would be cost effective and is the most appropriate manner in which to proceed.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, pursuant to the provisions of Elections Code section 12001, hereby orders and proclaims that the November 7, 2006 general municipal elections for the Cities of Napa, St. Helena, Calistoga, American Canyon and the Town of Yountville shall be consolidated with the November 7, 2006 statewide general election. 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the general municipal elections, which are hereby consolidated, shall be for the purposes set forth in the following resolutions:  City of Napa: Resolution R2006 94; City of Calistoga: Resolution 2006-051; City of St. Helena: Resolutions 2006-68 and 2006-69; City of American Canyon: Resolutions 2006-107 and 2006-108; and Town of Yountville: Resolutions 2479-06 and 2485-06.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following question, known as Proposition F, shall be submitted to the voters of the Town of Yountville, as set forth in Town of Yountville Resolution 2479-06, and that the Registrar of Voters be, and hereby is, instructed to place the same on the ballot at said election in substantially the following form:
	Shall the appropriations limit set forth in Article 13B of the California Constitution be raised by the sum of $900,000 additional funds each year for a four year period commencing with the fiscal year 2007/08?  The additional funds to be expended are funds collected through taxes presently in effect and no present tax rates are to be increased.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the polls shall be open from the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on this election day.  The manner of holding the election and the procedure for voting for and against the question presented shall be as set forth in the Elections Code for local municipal elections which are consolidated with the statewide general election.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all the municipal elections shall be, and they are, hereby consolidated with the statewide general election to be held on November 7, 2006, and all precincts established and all election officers appointed for the statewide general election shall be the precincts and election officers for the municipal elections, and the election officers shall conduct the election and make return thereof according to law.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Elections Code section 9280, et seq., shall apply to the municipal elections.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, with respect to Proposition F, the final date for submission to the Town Clerk of arguments not to exceed 300 words in length for or against Proposition F shall be August 18, 2006, and that such arguments shall be submitted to the
Town Clerk at the Yountville Town Hall, 6500 Yount Street, Yountville, California 94599-1271, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, with respect to Proposition F, the final date for submission to the Town Clerk of rebuttal arguments for or against Proposition F, to the extent rebuttals are permitted by Elections Code section 9285 shall be August 28, 2006 and that such arguments shall be submitted to the Town Clerk at the Yountville Town Hall, 6500 Yount Street, Yountville, California 94599-1271, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the impartial analysis by the Town Attorney shall be prepared on or before August 16, 2006 and filed with the Town Clerk at the Yountville Town Hall, 6500 Yount Street, Yountville, California 94599-1271, no later than 5:00 p.m. on said day and included in the official ballot materials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Clerk conducting the election may publish a notice of the election in a newspaper of general circulation within the County of Napa not later than fifty (50) days prior to the election.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Elections Division of the County Clerk’s Office is hereby authorized and directed to procure and furnish all elections services requested by each of the Cities.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that each of the Cities shall reimburse the County for all election related services provided by the County Clerk and the Elections Division.
THE FOREGOING RESOLUTION was duly and regularly adopted at a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, held on the 8th day of August, 2006, by the following vote:
