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ORDINANCE NO. ________
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ADDING A NEW SECTION 2.36.095 TO THE NAPA COUNTY CODE RELATING TO LOCAL VENDOR PRICE PREFERENCES FOR VEHICLE PURCHASES 


The Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, ordains as follows: 


SECTION 1.

A new Section 2.36.095 (Local Vendor Price Preference) is hereby added to Chapter 2.36 (Purchasing Agent) of the Napa County Code to read in full as follows:

2.36.095
Local Vendor Price Preference.

When purchasing vehicles, the purchasing agent shall apply a local vendor price preference of five percent (5%) on all informal and formal quotes for the purchase of vehicles.  For purposes of this section, “local vendor” means “a firm or individual who regularly maintains a place of business and has an inventory of merchandise for sale within Napa County”, and “price” means the dollar amount of the quote.  Application of the price preference shall not preclude the purchasing agent from approving the purchase of vehicles based on factors other than price.

SECTION 2.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this chapter is for any reason held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.  The Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa hereby declares it would have passed and adopted this ordinance and each and all provisions hereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more of said provisions be declared invalid.


SECTION 3.

This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days from and after the date of its passage.


SECTION 4.

A summary of this ordinance shall be published at least once 5 days before adoption and at least once before the expiration of 15 days after its passage in the Napa Valley Register, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Napa, together with the names of members voting for and against the same.
