RESOLUTION NO.  ______
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 3 OF PART 3 OF DIVISION 9 (COMMENCING WITH SECTION 8320) OF THE STREETS AND HIGHWAYS CODE DECLARING INTENTION TO ABANDON PORTIONS OF COUNTY ROADS (OLD SNELL VALLEY ROAD, ALSO KNOWN AS WALKER ROAD, and RELOCATED SNELL VALLEY ROAD)

WHEREAS, Old Snell Valley Road sometimes called Walker Road, and as shown on Exhibit “A-1” was accepted in the County road system when the Board of Supervisors accepted Petition No. 102 in April, 1892; and

WHEREAS, the road called “Relocated Snell Valley Road,” shown on Exhibit “A-1,” became part of the County road system via deed and Board of Supervisors acceptance on September 8, 1959; and
WHEREAS, neither of these portions of roadway are necessary for public roadways because they have been relocated; and

WHEREAS, the County now wishes to abandon these portions of roadway pursuant to Streets and Highways Code section 8320, et seq.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
It is the intention of said Board of Supervisors to abandon, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 3 of Part 3 of Division 9 (Commencing with Section 8320) of the Streets and Highways Code, the hereinafter described portions of the County road situated in the County of Napa, State of California, to wit:


“Old Snell Valley Road (also known as Walker Road) and Relocated Snell Valley Road”, said roads more particularly described on Exhibits “A” and  “A-1,” attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein;

2.
The abandonment hereinabove described is conditioned upon the reservation as follows:

(1)
For the benefit of the real property described in Exhibit “B-1” (the “Benefited Property”), attached hereto and incorporated by this reference herein, County reserves a non-exclusive vehicular access easement to the existing roadway located within that portion (the “Reserved Easement Portion”) of Road Segment 1 of the Excess Roadway shown on Exhibit “A-1” Plat of Proposed Abandonment, if at the time of the adoption of this resolution the Benefited Property either fronted the portion of road to be abandoned or had legal rights, including rights through adverse possession, perfected within six years after the adoption of this resolution.  Such Reserved Easement Portion begins at its intersection with Snell Valley Road and ends where it reaches the north bank of Butts Creek.  Such beginning and ending points of the Reserved Easement Portion are generally depicted on Exhibit “A-1.” Such Reserved Easement Portion is for use of the existing road by the Benefited Property to substantially the same extent, but not to a greater extent, than the Benefited Property’s use of the existing road during the five years preceding the date of adoption of this Resolution;

3.
The 19th day of September, 2006, at the hour of  2:30 p.m. in the Chambers of said Board of Supervisors located at County Administration Building, 1195 Third Street, Suite 305, Napa, California, shall be fixed as the time and place for hearing;


4.
Said notice shall be described in the form as attached hereto as Exhibit “B”;

5.
Said notice be published in a newspaper of general circulation published in said County of Napa for two (2) successive weeks preceding the date set for the hearing;

6.
A copy of said notice shall be posted conspicuously along the line of the highway proposed to be abandoned at least two weeks prior to the day fixed for the hearing.

EXHIBIT “A”
DESCRIPTION

Two segments of road lying and being in the COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, the approximate centerlines of which are also shown on the “Plat of Proposed Abandonment” attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A-1”, more particularly described as follows:

Road Segment 1

Being a portion of the land described in the Board of Supervisors Road Petition No. 102A, filed April 27, 1892 in the office of the Napa County Engineer;

Also being a portion of the lands sometimes known as “Walker Road”;

A strip of land, 60 feet wide, the approximate centerline of which is also shown on the “Plat of Proposed Abandonment” attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A”, more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at the centerline intersection of the “Old Snell Valley Road” as described in the aforementioned Board of Supervisors Road Petition No. 102A and the western terminus of the course labeled “N50º 47’ 50” E 463.83 as shown on the on the map filed in the office of the Napa County Engineer entitled “PROPOSED SNELL VALLEY ROAD OVER PEDOTTI PROPERTY”;

Thence northeasterly along the centerline of the “Old Snell Valley Road” 4,750 feet, more or less, terminating at the centerline intersection with the westernmost line of “Portion to be Abandoned” as shown on the aforementioned map entitled “PROPOSED SNELL VALLEY ROAD OVER PEDOTTI PROPERTY”;

Said point of termination also being the western most point of that road abandoned by Board of Supervisors Resolution No. 59-46 which resolution was adopted by the Napa County Board of Supervisors on September 8, 1959 and recorded on September 10, 1959 at Book 598 Page 444, Napa County Records;

Said point of termination also being distant N 66º 47’ 18” E 2405.89 feet from the NW corner of the NE ¼ of Section 20, T 10 N, R 5 W, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian;

The sidelines of the above described strip to be extended or shortened to initiate at the northerly right-of-way line of the Napa County road known as “Snell Valley Road”.

Road Segment 2

A strip of land, 50 feet wide, the approximate centerline of which is also shown on the “Plat of Proposed Abandonment” attached hereto and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A-1”, more particularly described as follows:

Being a portion of the lands shown as “Proposed Alignment” on the map filed in the office of the Napa County Engineer entitled “PROPOSED SNELL VALLEY ROAD OVER PEDOTTI PROPERTY”;

Also being a portion of the lands sometimes known as “Walker Road”;

Commencing at the northernmost point of that road titled “Proposed Alignment” as shown on the map filed in the office of the Napa County Engineer entitled “PROPOSED SNELL VALLEY ROAD OVER PEDOTTI PROPERTY”; 

Said point of commencement also being distant N 65º 55’ 43” W 3873.37 feet from the section corner common to sections 16, 15, 21 and 22, T 10 N, R 5 W, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian; also from which point of commencement a tangent line bears N 56º 52’ 50” E and a radial line bears 

S 33º 07’ 10”E;

Thence through the following courses:

On a curve to the left having a radius of 25.00 feet through a central angle of 88º 00’ 00”   38.40 feet;

Thence S 31º 07 10 E   750.80 feet;

Thence on a tangent curve to the right having a radius of 175.00 feet, through a central angle of 

59º 30’ 00”   181.73 feet;

Thence S 28º 22’ 50” W   330.03 feet;

Thence on a tangent curve to the left having a radius of 1150.00 feet, through a central angle of 10º 43’30”   215.26 feet;

Thence S 17º 39’ 20” W   487.51 feet;

Thence on a tangent curve to the right having a radius of 75.00 feet, through a central angle of 87º 56’ 40”   115.12feet;

Thence N 74º 24’ 10” W   110.43 feet;

Thence on a tangent curve to the left having a radius of 100.00 feet, through a central angle of 86º 33’ 30”   151.07 feet;

Thence S 19º 02’ 20” W   1.08 feet;

Thence on a tangent curve to the right having a radius of 125.00 feet, through a central angle of 

65º 20’ 00”   125.43 feet;

Terminating at the northerly right of way line of the 60 foot wide strip of land and Napa County road known as “Snell Valley Road” conveyed to the County of Napa by deed recorded in Book 761 of Official Records at Page 320, Napa County Records on February 17, 1967;

The sidelines of the above described strip to be extended or shortened to terminate at the northerly right-of-way line of aforesaid “Snell Valley Road”.

NOTICE OF HEARING OF RESOLUTION

FOR ABANDONMENT OF COUNTY ROAD


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa, State of California, did on the 22nd day of August, 2006, adopt a Resolution of Intention to abandon the hereinafter described County road, pursuant to Section 8320 of the Streets and Highways Code of the State of California, and to fix the 19th day of September, 2006, at the hour of  2:30 p.m. of said day in the Chambers of the Board of Supervisors, 1195 Third Street, in the City of Napa, County of Napa, State of California, as the time and place for hearing said Resolution, directing the Clerk of this Board to give this notice pursuant to law; and all persons interested are directed to appear at said time and place to show cause, if any they have, why said road should not be abandoned.


The portion of County road proposed to be abandoned is situated in the County of Napa, State of California, and described as follows:


“Old Snell Valley Road (also known as Walker Road) and Relocated Snell Valley Road”, said roads being shown on Exhibit A-1;


The abandonment hereinabove described is conditioned upon reservation on behalf of the County of Napa of the following easements as provided by Streets and Highways Code Section 8340:

(1) For the benefit of the real property described in Exhibit “B-1” (the “Benefited Property”), County reserves a non-exclusive vehicular access easement to the existing roadway located within that portion (the “Reserved Easement Portion”) of Road Segment 1 of the Excess Roadway shown on Exhibit “A-1” Plat of Proposed Abandonment, if at the time of the adoption of this resolution the Benefited Property either fronted the portion of road to be abandoned or had legal rights, including rights through adverse possession, perfected within six years after the adoption of this resolution.  Such Reserved Easement Portion begins at its intersection with Snell Valley Road and ends where it reaches the north bank of Butts Creek.  Such beginning and ending points of the Reserved Easement Portion are generally depicted on Exhibit “A-1.”  Such Reserved Easement Portion is for use of the existing road by the Benefited Property to substantially the same extent, but not to a greater extent, than the Benefited Property’s use of the existing road during the five years preceding the date of adoption of this Resolution.
