
RESOLUTION NO.  06-179         PRIVATE 

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, MODIFYING FOR INFLATION AND TO REFLECT AN UPDATE IN THE TRIP REFERENCE SOURCE THE EXISTING TRAFFIC MITIGATION FEE IMPOSED UPON NEW DEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE AREA SUBJECT TO THE AIRPORT INDUSTRIAL AREA SPECIFIC PLAN.


WHEREAS, Section IV(F)(3), VI, and VIII(E)(2) of the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan (hereinafter referred to as the "AIASP"), as adopted on July 29, 1986 and as subsequently amended, acknowledge that the general industrial and business/industrial park growth permitted by the Specific Plan within its planning area will generate additional adverse impacts upon certain portions of the road system in the unincorporated area of the County of Napa, requiring improvements to existing roads and the construction of certain new roads and supplementary transportation facilities. To facilitate the construction of those improvements, the County adopted a capital facilities plan and, by Resolution No. 90-152 adopted on December 11, 1990, a related traffic mitigation fee methodology; and


WHEREAS, although the original methodology specified that the number of vehicle trip ends generated  be calculated using that publication entitled “1987 4th Edition, 2nd Printing, Trip Generation I.T.E”,  the methodology now needs to be technically updated to reflect that this edition has been replaced by I.T.E. with a new edition; and


WHEREAS, Sections 66004 and 65962 of the Government Code provide that the establishment and periodic update of development fees of the type contemplated by the capital facilities plan to mitigate the road infrastructure impacts anticipated by the AIASP is subject to the requirements of Government Code section 66018; and


WHEREAS, in compliance with Section 66018, notice that a hearing regarding inflationary and methodology technical updates of the existing fee structure in accordance with the previously approved methodology has been published twice in the manner required by Section 6062a of the Government Code; and


WHEREAS, on October 10, 2006, as properly noticed the Board opened the public hearing, gave all persons wishing to testify an opportunity to do so, and thereafter closed the public hearing;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1.
The Board of Supervisors hereby adjusts the Airport Industrial Area Traffic Mitigation fee from $1,600.00 per P.M. Peak Hour Vehicle Trip to $2,762.00 per P.M. Peak Hour Vehicle Trip, based upon its finding hereby that such adjustment complies with changes in the CALTRANS Construction Cost Index in the manner set forth in that document entitled "County of Napa: Napa County Airport Industrial Area: Road Improvements Program and Development Fee Schedule" prepared by Terrance E. Lowell and Associates (September, 1990).

2.
The purposes of and authority for an adjustment in the Traffic Mitigation Fee are set forth in the recitals and Paragraph 1, above and in Exhibit "A" attached to Resolution No. 90-152 adopted in December 11,1990, which Exhibit is incorporated into this Resolution by reference as if set forth herein.

3.
In applying the previously approved methodology, the Director of Public Works is further hereby directed to use the most recent I.T.E. publication in the determination of the number of vehicle trip ends generated, which is the publication entitled “2003 7th Edition, Trip Generation I.T.E.”

4.
The foregoing adjustments are necessary in order to keep the road development fee per daily vehicle in constant relationship with the cost of construction, as contemplated in the plan and fee methodology originally approved.

5.
The adjusted fees shall be imposed upon any new development occurring within the boundaries of the AIASP planning area as shown in Appendix "A" of the above-described Exhibit "A", on and after the effective date of the adjusted fees, which shall be sixty days following the adoption of this Resolution, in accordance with Government Code Section 65962.

6.
This Resolution supersedes Resolution 02-39 adopted by the Board of Supervisors on March 5, 2002.

7.
Except as inconsistent with the provisions of this Resolution, the provisions of Resolution No. 90-152 adopted by the Board of Supervisors on December 11, 1990 and as subsequently amended remain in full force and effect.
