RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, INCREASING THE AMOUNT DISTRIBUTED TO THE NAPA COUNTY LAW LIBRARY FROM THE UNIFORM CIVIL FILING FEES OF THE SUPERIOR COURT TO DEFRAY THE COSTS OF THE LAW LIBRARY 

WHEREAS, Chapter 75 of the Statutes of 2005 (hereafter “Chapter 75”), approved by the Governor on July 19, 2005, enacted the Uniform Civil Fees and Schedule Act of 2005, which as of January 1, 2006, established a uniform schedule of filing fees and other civil fees for the superior courts; and
WHEREAS, the Administrative Office of the Courts currently makes a monthly distribution from the superior court filing fees to the Napa County Law Library Fund in the amount of twenty dollars ($20) pursuant to Napa County Resolution No. 90-91 for each first paper filing fee as authorized by Section 6322.1 of the Business and Professions Code; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is empowered by subdivision (a) of Section 6322.1 of the Business and Professions Code to increase the amount distributed to the Napa County Law Library fund from the uniform filing fees whenever the Board determines that the increase is necessary to defray the expenses of the Napa County Law Library; and
WHEREAS, it appears to the Board of Supervisors, based on information submitted to it by the Board of Trustees of the Napa County Law Library, that a fee distribution increase of three dollars ($3) per filing fee is needed in order to defray the expenses of the Napa County Law Library; and

WHEREAS, notice of the hearing on the proposed fee distribution increase was published twice in the manner set forth in Government Code section 6062a, as required by subdivision (a) of Government Code Section 66018; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
Pursuant to Section 6322.1 of the Business and Professions Code, as added by Chapter 75 of the Statutes of 2005, the amount to be distributed to the Napa County Law Library Fund from the uniform filing fees is hereby increased to twenty-three dollars ($23) from each first paper filing fee as provided under Section 70611, 70612, 70613, 70614, or 70670 of the Government Code, each first paper or petition filing fee in a probate matter as provided under Section 70650, 70651, 70652, 70653, 70654, 70655, 70656, or 70658 of the Government Code, Section 103470 of the Health and Safety Code, or Section 7660 of the Probate Code, each filing fee for a small claim or limited civil case appeal as provided under Section 116.760 of the Code of Civil Procedure or Section 70621 of the Government Code, and each vehicle forfeiture petition fee as provided under subdivision (e) of Section 14607.6 of the Vehicle Code.
2.
The increased distributions shall commence on January 1, 2007.
3.
The Board finds this Resolution is statutorily exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15273(a)(1) and (2) because the amount of the uniform filing fees to be distributed to the Napa County Law Library Fund, as increased by this Resolution, will not exceed the reasonable cost of materials, supplies and labor necessary to provide the services of the Napa County Law Library commencing with January 1, 2007.
4.
This Resolution shall be effective immediately.  A copy of the Resolution  shall be provided by the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to the Administrative Office of the Courts no later than December 15, 2006.
