WHEREAS, it is the understanding of this Board of Supervisors that the County of Napa and a majority of the cities within the County containing a majority of the population of the incorporated area of the County intend to designate the Napa County Department of Environmental Management as the enforcement agency for the county and all the cities contained within the county.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors that it hereby approves the designation of the Napa County Department of Environmental Management as the enforcement agency for the County of Napa and all the cities contained within the county, pursuant to Sections 43202-03 of the Public Resources Code.
