RESOLUTION NO. 07-48
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF

THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, DESIGNATING CERTAIN PERSONS AS EMPLOYEES

OF THE COUNTY FOR PURPOSES OF WORKERS’ COMPENSATION AND EXCLUDING OTHERS

WHEREAS, many people work for the County of Napa for de minimis compensation or no compensation; and

WHEREAS, some of these people volunteer to work for the County and some are required to do so; and

WHEREAS, the County has, in the past, adopted resolutions designating certain individuals as employees for purposes of workers compensation; and  
WHEREAS, the County wishes to rescind these resolutions in their entirety as follows: Resolutions Numbered 67-26, 77-103, 77-112, 78-90, 79-75, 79-76, 80-83, 81-37, 90-80, 95-60, and 05-13; and
WHEREAS, the County wishes to expand the classes of individuals it deems as employees for purposes of workers compensation to include inmates participating in fire suppression and prevention activities as required under State law.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

Section  1.
Except as provided in Section 2, below, the following persons are expressly designated and considered employees of the County of Napa for purposes of workers compensation:


a.
Pursuant to Labor Code Section 3363.5, each person who performs voluntary services for the County at the discretion of a Department Head. 

b.
Pursuant to Labor Code Section 3361, each person registered as an active firefighting member of a regularly organized volunteer fire department having official recognition and full or partial support of the County.


c.
Pursuant to Labor Code Section 3364, any voluntary unsalaried member of any Sheriff’s reserve, auxiliary, squadron, or posse, however named, except while in the performance of a mission for the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services pursuant to the California Emergency Services Act, commencing at Government Code Section 8558 et. seq.

d.
Pursuant to Penal Code Section 4017, inmates assigned to fire suppression 
and fire prevention activities.
Section   2.
The following persons are expressly excluded from the class of persons designated or considered employees of the County of Napa for purposes of workers’ compensation:

a.
Any voluntary unsalaried member of any Sheriff’s reserve, auxiliary, squadron or posse, however named, while in the performance of a mission for the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services or of any other disaster services pursuant to the California Emergency Services Act, commencing at Government Code Section 8558 et. seq.

b.
Any person ordered by the Court to participate in any County Juvenile or Adult Work Program.  These Programs include, but are not limited to, the Corrections Conservation Corps and the Community Justice Program presently operated by the Napa County Volunteer Center.

c.
Any informant of a County law enforcement agency. 

d.         Any inmate compelled to work for the benefit of the County at the direction of the Director of Corrections pursuant to County Ordinance Section 1.16.020.
e.
Any inmate of the County jail who participates in any work furlough program or education furlough program.

f.         Any inmate of the County jail who participates in the inmate vocational training program pursuant to County Ordinance Section 1.16.130.

Section  3.
The following resolutions of the County of Napa on this subject are hereby rescinded in their entirety:  Resolutions Numbered 67-26, 77-103, 77-112, 78-90, 79-75, 79-76, 80-83, 81-37, 90-80, 95-60, and 05-13.
Section  4.
The County reserves the right to amend this resolution at any time for good cause.
