Pursuant to Government Code section 66006, the following report is made with respect to Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan Traffic Mitigation Fee Program for the 2003/2004 fiscal year:

Description of the type of fee in the fund or account:  The traffic mitigation fee program provides funding for road improvements necessitated by development within the Airport Industrial Area Specific Plan area, as established by Resolution 90-152, and as subsequently amended. 

Amount of fee:  The fee for fiscal year 2003/2004 is $1600.00 per vehicle trip generated in the PM peak hour as determined in accordance with Resolution 90-152, and as subsequently amended.

Beginning and ending balance of account or fund:  The fund contained $3,110,729.91 at the beginning of the 2003/2004 fiscal year and contained $3,009,749.10 at the end of the fiscal year.

Amount of fees collected and interest earned:  The County collected $224,250.89 during the 2003/2004 fiscal year and the fund earned $54,035.05 in interest during that fiscal year.

Identification of approximate dates by which construction of public improvements will commence if the local agency determines sufficient funds have been collected to complete financing on an incomplete public improvement:  The program, as set forth in the engineers report of Lowell and Associates, September-1990, includes anticipated dates for construction of the various improvements identified in the report.  The program also includes an anticipated rate of buildout of the area.  The demand for commercial/industrial land and the types of uses (warehouses over commercial/industrial for example) have proven to be different than the program  anticipated.  Additionally, State and local priorities regarding the State highway system have changed considerably since 1986.  For example, the authors anticipated interchanges being built and in operation by the year 2000 at both Highway 12/29 and Highway 29/221.  Therefore, the dates in the program for completion of public improvements are of minimum value.  A consultant has been hired to prepare a review/update of the program.  The updated program is expected to be completed at the end of 2004.  It will establish more updated dates of completion.

Current projects which are in some phase of development are:  Devlin Road from 4000 feet south of Soscol Road to Airport Blvd., and signals at Devlin Road and Airport Blvd.  

Description of interfund transfers or loans made from the account or fund:  $11,614.34 has been transferred from the fund to pay the cost of Public Works staff administering the program.  There have been no loans made from the fund.
