RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ESTABLISHING FISCAL YEAR 2007-2008 MENTAL HEALTH CLIENT FEES


WHEREAS, Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 5709 and 5710 and California Code of Regulations Title 9, Division 1, Chapter 3, Article 3, Sec. 524 require, regardless of the funding source involved, that fees shall be charged to clients in accordance with the ability to pay for mental health services rendered, but not in excess of actual costs; and


WHEREAS, Napa County Health and Human Services Agency has requested the Board of Supervisors approve a resolution adopting fees in accordance with Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 5709 and 5710; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 66016, at least fourteen days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, notice was mailed to those persons who had requested same; and


WHEREAS, notice of the hearing of the proposed fees was published twice in the manner set forth in section 6062a as required by section 66018, subdivision (a), of the Government Code; and


WHEREAS, at least ten days prior to the date this resolution is to be considered, data was made available to the public indicating the amount of cost, or estimated cost, required to provide the service for which the fee or service charge is levied and the revenue sources anticipated to provide the service;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa hereby amend the mental health fees to be as set forth in Attachment A, which is incorporated by reference as if set forth herein, to be effective immediately, and directs that a copy of such fee schedule be incorporated into Section III, Part 120.200 of the Napa County Policy Manual, "Fees for Services Provided by County Departments and Agencies."


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board finds this resolution is categorically exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15273(a)(1) and (2) in that the proposed fees are for the purpose, and do not exceed the reasonable cost to the County, of operating expenses and/or the purchasing of supplies, equipment and materials to provide the services noted.

Mental Health Fees.  The fees for mental health services are as follows:

	Service Types
	Current Rates
	Description

	Mental Health Intervention
	$ 160.80 per hour
	These activities include assessments, therapy, rehabilitation assistance and education to improve functioning and life skills, contacts or consultations with significant support persons, and developing and monitoring client plans which guide services.

	Case Management
	$ 124.80 per hour
	Assisting clients and families to access needed community services, including referrals, coordinating and monitoring service delivery, and placement assistance.

	Medication Support
	$ 297.60 per hour
	Evaluating, prescribing, administering, dispensing and monitoring of psychiatric medications.

	Crisis Intervention
	$ 239.40 per hour
	Non-scheduled response to urgent situations, including assessment, collateral consultations, and therapy.

	Day Treatment Intensive Half Day
	$ 148.17 per day
	A structured treatment program designed to prevent hospitalization, avoid more restrictive placement, and maintain a client in a community setting, half day.

	Day Treatment Intensive

Full Day
	$ 208.10 per day
	A structured treatment program designed to prevent hospitalization, avoid more restrictive placement, and maintain a client in a community setting, full day.

	Day Treatment Rehabilitation Half Day
	$ 86.43 per day
	A treatment program to provide rehabilitation and therapy to improve, maintain or restore personal independence and functioning, half day.

	Day Treatment Rehabilitation Full Day
	$ 134.91 per day
	A treatment program to provide rehabilitation and therapy to improve, maintain or restore personal independence and functioning, full day.

	Adult Residential
	$ 152.71 per day
	Rehabilitation services provided in a non-institutional residential setting.

	Adult Crisis Residential
	$ 313.80 per day
	Structured, non-institutional therapeutic program serving as an alternative to hospitalization.
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
