RESOLUTION NO. 07-129
RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AUTHORIZING THE ADVANCE OF FUNDS FROM THE REVOLVING FUND ESTABLISHED BY RESOLUTION NO. 05-215 TO THE NAPA COUNTY PUBLIC ADMINISTRATOR FOR NECESSARY EXPENSES OF ESTATES AS AUTHORIZED BY GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 29460

WHEREAS, Chapter 2.31 of the Napa County Code provides that the Director of the Napa County Health and Human Services Agency was appointed to the office of Public Administrator effective January 8, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the Director of the Napa County Health and Human Services Agency, as the appointed Napa County Public Administrator and as the appointed Napa County Public Guardian/Public Conservator, receives no additional compensation in performing the duties of the Public Administrator/Public Guardian/ Public Conservator, other than reimbursement for actual and necessary traveling expenses in the discharge of official duties to the extent not paid by an estate; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 29460, the board of supervisors in any county in which a public administrator or public guardian receives a salary in lieu of fees may establish a revolving fund to be used by a public administrator and public guardian; and 


WHEREAS, a revolving fund may be used by a public administrator and public guardian in paying the respective fees, expenses and charges incurred in securing the possession or protecting the assets of any estate, for securing letters of administration, guardianship or conservatorship in any estate that has no funds for the payment of such fees but securing sufficient assets to reimburse the county for such amounts is anticipated, or where accounting convenience would be served by making a single payment on behalf of several estates and funds are available for immediate reimbursement of the fund by cash transfer; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 05-215 adopted November 22, 2005, the Napa County Board of Supervisors established a revolving fund to advance funds to the Napa County Public Guardian/Public Conservator for such purposes; and 

WHEREAS, authority to advance funds from said revolving fund to the Napa County Public Administrator for such purposes is needed; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
Authority is hereby granted to advance funds from the revolving fund established by Resolution No. 05-215 to the Napa County Public Administrator in accordance with Government Code section 29460 for necessary expenses of estates while performing the official duties specified in Chapter 2.31 of the Napa County Code.

2.
The persons entitled to use the revolving fund and to execute checks against the revolving fund are the Napa County Public Administrator/Public Guardian/ Public Conservator, the Assistant Public Administrator/ Public Guardian/Public Conservator, and any Deputy Public Administrator/Public Guardian /Public Conservator who has written authorization by the Public Administrator/Public Guardian/Public Conservator to use the revolving fund.  

3.
The Auditor-Controller shall issue checks, conditioned upon faithful administration of the revolving fund, and upon the willingness and ability of the principals for whose use this fund has been established to account for and pay over the revolving fund upon demand of the Board of Supervisors at any time.

4.
Upon demand of the Auditor-Controller, the persons entrusted with this revolving fund shall give an account of the revolving fund.
