RESOLUTION NO. 07-133
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ACCEPTING THE NAPA RIVER/SAN FRANCISCO BAY TRAIL FEASIBILITY STUDY AND REQUESTING DESIGNATION OF A SEGMENT OF SAN FRANCISCO BAY TRAIL

WHEREAS, the Napa County Board of Supervisors in December, 2005 accepted the Airport Area Bicycle Master Plan, which identified a potential recreational trail route connecting the cities of American Canyon and Napa generally following the edge of the Napa River and associated wetlands; and


WHEREAS, on April 25, 2006 the Napa County Board of Supervisors authorized applying for a $75,000 grant from the San Francisco Bay Trail Project and the State Coastal Conservancy to further study the feasibility of the recreational trail route identified by the Airport Area Bicycle Master Plan; and 


WHEREAS, on October 10, 2006 the Napa County Board of Supervisors approved a contract with Questa Engineering to undertake a feasibility study for the potential recreational trail route; and

WHEREAS, the feasibility study undertaken by Questa Engineering has been completed, and indicates the potential recreational route is feasible and appears likely to be able to obtain all necessary permits and approvals; and
WHEREAS, the Bay Trail Project and the Association of Bay Area Governments are authorized to designate the official route of the San Francisco Bay Trail working in partnership with local land use planning agencies.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa hereby:

1. Accepts the Napa River/San Francisco Bay Trail Feasibility Study, dated September 5, 2007, prepared for Napa County by Questa Engineering.

2. Requests that the San Francisco Bay Trail Project remove the San Francisco Bay Trail designation currently applied to Highway 29 between the cities of American Canyon and Napa, and instead designate the recreational trail route identified in the September 5, 2007 Feasibility Study, plus an additional trail route generally following 
the east bank of the Napa River connecting the northern terminus of the Feasibility Study alignment with the existing Bay Trail at the southern boundary of Kennedy Park.
