RESOLUTION NO. 07-147
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ESTABLISHING A SCHEDULE OF PENALTY FINES FOR VIOLATIONS INVOLVING POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS OR VICIOUS DOGS

WHEREAS, the Napa Joint City-County Dangerous Dog Task Force met to consider  amendments to the County’s and City’s ordinances regarding potentially dangerous and vicious dogs, including the imposition of administrative penalties for ordinance violations; and

WHEREAS, Food and Agriculture Code section 31662 sets forth the maximum amount of penalty fines for violations involving a potentially dangerous dog or a vicious dog; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Food and Agriculture Code section 31663, all penalty fines paid pursuant to Chapter 9, Article 4 of the Food and Agriculture Code shall be paid to the city or county in which the violation occurred for the purpose of defraying the cost of the implementation of this chapter; and 


WHEREAS, Section 6.16.100 of the County Code provides that the penalty fine for violations of the Code relating to potentially dangerous and vicious dogs shall be set forth in a schedule of penalties adopted by resolution of the Board for Supervisors; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
The Board hereby establishes, increases, or decreases those fees shown as added (by underlining) or deleted (by strike-out) on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein; 

2.
The Board hereby directs the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa to integrate the changes approved above into Section 101.000 of Part III of the Board Policy Manual, “Fees for Services Provided by County Departments and Agencies” in the manner set forth in Exhibit “B”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein; 

3.
The Board finds this Resolution is statutorily exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to Title 14, California Code of Regulations, section 15273(a)(1) and (2);

4.
The penalty fines adopted by this resolution shall be effective thirty (30) days from and after the passage of Ordinance No. 1296 amending Chapter 6.16 of the Napa County Code.
