RESOLUTION NO. 07-157
RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORINA, ESTABLISHING A REVOLVING FUND FOR USE BY THE NAPA CITY-COUNTY LIBRARY AS AUTHORIZED BY GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 29321.

WHEREAS, the County of Napa maintains the Napa City-County Library ("Library") as a county free library as defined and authorized by Education Code sections 19100 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 29321, the board of supervisors in any county may establish a revolving fund for the use of any officer of the county by adopting a resolution setting forth: (a) the necessity for the fund, (b) the office, department and service, or institutions for which the fund is available, and (c) the amount of the fund which shall not exceed two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000); and


WHEREAS,  pursuant to Government Code section 25355 and General Policy No.4 of the Napa City-County Library Policy Manual, the Board of Supervisors has authorized the Director of the Napa City-County Library to accept donations made to support Library programs where the amounts donated are less than or equal to amounts specified in the General Policy, and the Board of Supervisors from time to time accepts donations intended for such purposes whose amounts exceed the specified amounts; and
WHEREAS, in light of the restrictive nature of the funds and the need to be able to expend them expeditiously when appropriate opportunities arise, there is a need for the Napa County Board of Supervisors to establish a revolving fund for the Napa City-County Library to facilitate efficient receipt, expenditure and accounting of such funds; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa as follows:

1.
Establishment of Revolving Fund.  Pursuant to Government Code section 29321, the Napa County Auditor-Controller is hereby authorized to establish the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund for the management of funds donated to the County of Napa and, accepted by the Library Director pursuant to the Board adopted Library General Policy No. 4, by the Friends of the Library groups, other non-profit organizations, and individual members of the public to be used for programs at the Library including its various branches, with a revolving fund limit not to exceed fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) annually.
2.
Authorized Officers of the Revolving Fund.  The Library Director and the Assistant Library Director, who are the county librarian and deputy county librarian respectively,  shall be the authorized officers of the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund.  Notwithstanding the foregoing and pursuant to Government Code section 29320, during any extended absence of both the Library Director and the Assistant Library Director, the persons holding the position of Librarian III who are serving as the Division Heads of the Library's Children’s Services and Technical Services Divisions shall be deemed to be  authorized officers of the Fund upon prior written approval by the Napa County Executive Officer or designee thereof. 
3.
Disbursement Limits, Purposes and Receipts.  


(a)
Limits.  Disbursements of less than five hundred dollars ($500) shall require at a minimum one (1) signature by an authorized officer of the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund.  Disbursements of five hundred dollars ($500) or more shall require signatures by at least two (2) authorized officers of the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund.


(b)
Purposes.  Pursuant to Government Code section 29326, disbursements from the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund shall be made only for services or materials for Library programs which would be a legal charge against the County of Napa.


(c)
Receipts.  Pursuant to Government Code section 29327, any disbursement from the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund in excess of one dollar ($1.00) shall not be made unless a receipt is obtained, setting forth the date, purpose of the expenditure, and the amount expended.
4.
Segregation from other County Funds.  All monies within the Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund shall be used solely for Library program purposes, shall not be commingled with any other Napa County funds, and the remaining balance at the end of each fiscal year shall remain within the Revolving Fund.
5.
Accounting.  Pursuant to Government Code section 29329, upon demand by the Napa County Auditor-Controller or by the Board of Supervisors, the persons who are the authorized officers of Napa City-County Library Revolving Fund at the time of the demand shall give an account of the Fund. 
6.
Transmission of Resolution.  The Clerk of the Board of Supervisors is hereby directed to transmit certified copies of this Resolution to the Napa County Auditor-Controller and the Napa County Treasurer Tax-Collector, as required by Government Code section 29322.
