RESOLUTION NO. 04-169

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, 

AMENDING ITS CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE.


WHEREAS, the Political Reform Act of 1974 (Government Code section 81000) et seq. requires every state and local government agency to adopt a Conflict of Interest Code; and


WHEREAS, the Fair Political Practices Commission has adopted a regulation (2 California Code of Regulations section 18730) containing a standardized conflict of interest code which may be incorporated by reference into the code of local government agencies and which may be amended from time to time to conform to amendments to the Political Reform Act and due to changed circumstances; and 


WHEREAS, on June 17, 1980, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa adopted a Conflict of Interest Code which incorporates by reference the standardized code authorized by law; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has amended the County Conflict of Interest Code from time to time; and 


WHEREAS, it is once again necessary and proper, due to changed circumstances and pursuant to Government Code section 87306.5, to amend Appendix A, "Designated Positions - Disclosure Categories 2002", and Appendix B, “Disclosure Categories”, of the Conflict of Interest Code of the County of Napa.


NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby resolved that the Conflict of Interest Code of the County of Napa be amended as follows:


1.  Appendix A, "Designated Positions - Disclosure Categories 2002," is amended as follows:


a.
Amend the description of Appendix A as follows:  “Designated Positions – Disclosure Categories 2004.”


b.
Make the deletions and additions to the list of designated employees as specified in the attached Appendix A-Tracked.


2.
Appendix B, “Disclosure Categories,” is amended to include Category 6: “Investments or positions held in business entities and income from sources which may be the recipient of patient referrals for the delivery of health care services or supplies by the employee’s hospital.”
