
RESOLUTION NO. 04-170

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA, ADJUSTING RATES FOR THE COLLECTION OF GARBAGE APPLICABLE TO GARBAGE ZONE ONE, FOR THE COUNTY OF NAPA, STATE OF CALIFORNIA
(2004-2005 Rate Application Package)


WHEREAS, on December 18, 1990, the County of Napa entered into a new franchise agreement with Napa Valley Disposal Service, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “franchise holder”), a California corporation, which, as amended, requires the franchise holder to develop and implement a recycling program implementing mandated provisions of Division 30 of the Public Resources Code (commencing with section 40,000) hereafter referred to as “AB 939”, and further grants an exclusive franchise for the collection and disposal of garbage and trash in a portion of the unincorporated territory of the County of Napa, State of California, described as “Garbage Zone One” until September 30, 2005; and


WHEREAS, the franchise agreement provides that the rates to be charged by the franchise holder for services rendered under the agreement shall be subject to adjustment and revision by the Board of Supervisors on application of the franchise holder if sufficient justification is made to the satisfaction of the Board of Supervisors during a public hearing for which published notice was given; and


WHEREAS, the franchise holder submitted to the County Executive Officer its 2004-2005 Rate Application Package for collection of garbage within Garbage Zone One; and


WHEREAS, notice of the public hearing on the application was published twice over a two-week period as required by Government Code section 6066.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Napa that the rates charged by the franchise holder will be adjusted and fixed as follows, effective October 1, 2004:

1.
Residential Garbage, Trash or Rubbish

(a)
For private dwelling houses, the franchise holder will provide, at the customer’s option, a 1-can waste toter container of thirty-two (32) gallons, a 2-can waste toter container of sixty-four (64) gallons, or a 3-can waste toter container of ninety-six (96) gallons. 


(b)
For a private dwelling house's collection of garbage, rubbish or trash, the monthly charge for a 1-can waste toter not exceeding seventy-five (75) pounds shall be $16.15, and a 2-can waste toter not exceeding one hundred fifty (150) pounds placed curbside on a County road prior to the collection pickup time for collection once a week shall be $16.90.


(c)
For any additional extra container(s) not exceeding thirty (30) gallons capacity or seventy-five (75) pounds weight of garbage, trash or rubbish, the charge shall be $4.85 provided the franchise holder has received notice before 12 noon of the day prior to the customary collection day of said occasional extra container(s).


(d)
If the container(s) are located more than four (4) feet from the nearest accessible street, the following charges shall be added to the regularly monthly rate:


5 to 130 feet

(e)
Any customer whose dwelling is located more than four (4) feet from the County road may carry the container to such road and in such event the rate shall be $16.90.

(f)
If the private road upon which the dwelling is located is not passable for the equipment of the franchise holder, the customer shall be required to deliver the container(s) to the County road, or within four (4) feet thereof.

(g)
For service on other than the regularly scheduled time and day, including emergency night service, the rate shall be $4.85 for each thirty-two (32) gallon container weighing less than seventy-five (75) pounds, plus a trip charge of $26.40.  If the collection is made from bins, the collection rate shall then be $0.1371 per gallon per regular pickup and $0.1559 per gallon per extra pickup plus a trip charge of $22.44. 


(h)
For private single-family dwelling houses, collection of garbage, rubbish or trash, the monthly charge for each 3-can waste toter (including toter rental) consistent with the collection equipment of and approved by the franchise holder, having a ninety-six (96) gallon capacity, weighing two hundred twenty-five (225) pounds or less, and placed curbside on a County road prior to the collection pickup time, shall be $33.80 for collection once a week.
2.
Residential Brush or Rubbish

(a)
For special pickups, such as rubbish or trash (excluding garbage), the rate per pickup shall be $15.20 per cubic yard plus a trip charge of $26.46.  If the material to be picked up is not in a container which can be mechanically loaded and hand labor is required for loading, an additional charge for labor shall be made at the prevailing wage rate paid by the franchise holder for the employees involved for the time required for loading such material into franchise holder’s vehicle.

3.
Commercial Garbage

(a)
For commercial collections of garbage only, the rate shall be equal to a monthly charge of $16.15 for a one-can waste toter not exceeding thirty-two (32) gallons capacity or seventy-five (75) pounds in weight or a monthly charge of $16.90 for a two-can toter not exceeding sixty-four (64) gallon capacity,  multiplied by the number of weekly collections per month, except that if any weekly collection is, pursuant to the customer’s request, made on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, the rate shall be $24.97 per month and provided further that if the rate as thus calculated will exceed $330.44 per month, then the collection rate shall be $0.1574 per gallon per pickup.


(b)
For collection from containers of more than thirty-two (32) gallons capacity, the rate shall be $0.1574 per gallon per regular pickup and $0.1574 per gallon per extra pickup.


(c)
For commercial collections of garbage only, the monthly charge shall be  $52.36 for each waste toter (including toter rental) consistent with the collection equipment of and approved by the franchise holder, having a ninety-six (96) gallon capacity, weighing two hundred twenty-five (225) pounds or less and placed curbside on a County road prior to the collection pickup time.  The toter rental shall be $1.76 monthly.  

4.
Commercial Trash

(a)
For commercial collections of trash only, the rate shall be $15.20 per cubic yard per collection, except that for service on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, the rate shall be increased by fifty per cent (50%) of the above rate.  The rate includes the charge made by the franchise holder for the use of the franchise holder’s container for the first three (3) days after delivery of the container by the franchise holder.  If the  removal of the container is not ordered within three (3) days, a charge of $8.40 per day shall be made for the use of the container until such removal shall be ordered.  After each collection, a similar three (3) day period without additional charge shall be allowed by the franchise holder.

5.
Heavy Wastes


(a)
When materials of extraordinary weight are placed in drop boxes, other than a two-axle vehicle is required for the removal of any container, and the franchise holder has not been notified of such extraordinary weight in advance, the franchise holder shall be entitled to make a special charge equivalent to the cost to the franchise holder of replacing its customarily used equipment with equipment capable of removing such materials of other than ordinary weight, plus a trip charge of $68.75.

6.
Trash, No Mechanical Collection

For removal of trash only, which is impractical or impossible to place in a container capable of mechanical collection, the rate shall be $15.20 per cubic yard, plus a trip charge of $26.68.  In addition, in all cases where the franchise holder is required to furnish labor for the loading of the material to be collected, the franchise holder shall be entitled to charge for such labor in loading such materials a sum equal to the cost of such labor to the franchise holder.

7.
Compacted Waste

For trash, rubbish or garbage which has been mechanically compacted before collection, the rate shall be $34.95 per cubic yard.  This provision shall not apply to compacted material which does not exceed seventy-five (75) pounds and which originates from single family residences.

8.
Commercial Trip Charge

For service on other than a regularly scheduled time and day, including emergency night service, in addition to the regular rate a trip charge shall be made as follows: for cans not exceeding thirty-two (32) gallons capacity, $27.50 per trip; for containers of up to six (6) cubic yards in capacity, $41.25 per trip; for containers of more than six (6) cubic yards in capacity and up to forty (40) cubic yards in capacity, $72.05 per trip.

9.
Service Impossible When Scheduled

If the franchise holder arrives to pick up garbage, rubbish or trash and it is inaccessible (e.g., locked gate, access blocked by vehicle or other object, etc.), a trip charge will be charged to return for pickup at the rate set forth under “Residential Garbage, Trash or Rubbish” and “Commercial Trip Charge” as shown above.

10.
Rate Adjustment for Saturday, Sunday or Holiday

For service on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday, any rate described in this resolution shall be increased by fifty percent (50%) plus an additional charge for labor at the prevailing wage rate paid by the franchise holder for the employees involved.
